(1) CoC facilitates focus groups to develop practice standards, enhance CES,
discuss community needs/challenges, increase housing stock, better leverage
resources/coordinate w/ partners, further PHA move-on, and has specialized
committees for Vets, VDV, Youth. CoC focus groups/committees are open to
the public and CoC encourages and incentivizes participation of persons w/
lived experience, including voting members of the CoC Governance Board (5).
CoC seeks out/participates in localized community forums such as faith-based,
legislative, public hearings, civic, public safety/police meetings, opioid task
force, neighborhood watch, revitalization groups, etc. to ensure all
challenges/ideas/feedback from many groups/persons are considered in CoC
decisions/initiatives.

(2) CoC staff attend various community forums and provide
updates/strategies/next steps to create greater awareness/knowledge of
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systems/resources. Surveys are provided and collected for add’l feedback that
was not shared in forums. CoC Training Manager offers system overview
trainings that cater to the specific needs/information of each partner. Weekly
emails are sent to CoC network w/ all available upcoming trainings related to
homelessness.

(3) CoC agendas/materials are sent out prior to meetings, where written
feedback can be submitted, and/or persons can review/share additional insight
at meetings. All meetings have open comment/question/discussion periods.

(4) CoC website has a digital suggestion box to ensure that all persons have
access to key information and a way to provide feedback easily and in real time.
Those served through CES are given consumer surveys that have been
developed/reviewed by PLEs to solicit feedback about service delivery,
language/wording, transparency, expedience/streamlining of services,
leveraging of resources, and being informed about fair housing/anti-
discrimination laws/reporting. All CoC meetings are held in handicapped
accessible rooms/buildings.

(1) CoC Training Mgr is tasked w/ regularly engaging new partners to
participate in various open CoC meetings & provide presentations on new
services/community resources/funding. CoC invitations are solicited on CoC
website, social media, announced at community forums, and through informal
CoC partners such as circulated in church bulletins.

(2) There were preconceptions that agencies needed to be funded through the
CoC to be involved or needed a base knowledge of the CoC/local homeless
systems. CoC solicits membership as an open/inviting process for all
community members to share insight from various perspectives.

(3) Transportation can be provided for PLEs to attend meetings & those that
cannot attend are able to submit written testimony on issues/discussions
through fillable PDFs and textboxes on CoC website. CoC works w/ libraries on
engaging the homeless & directing them to the CoC website on libraries
computers to access services & be involved w/ CoC. All providers were tasked
w/ identifying/engaging, at least one PLE to participate in the CoC. Additional
representation of senior adults, re-entry programs, & hospitals were recruited
for the GB to address changing/increasing needs.
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(4) CoC orientation materials are formally shared/circulated semi-annually &
always available on CoC website, along w/ all CoC meeting
dates/agendas/minutes/newsletters & info on all committees. CoC committees
are open & new members can join at any time. CoC Lead agency staff have
direct links to join the CoC in email signatures.

(5) Through YHDP planning/PLE Advisory Committee development,
youth/adults were targeted w/ outreach & incentivized to participate. Former
CES participants were specifically solicited & former street homeless were
asked to join street outreach teams in efforts to assist w/ those hardest to
engage. An additional mid-year GB election was opened to specifically target
more PLEs to increase consumer feedback & voting representation.

(1) There were two local funding rounds (renewals/new & DV Bonus). CoC
solicited new project proposals to agencies receiving & not currently receiving
funds through CoC; all opportunities were publicized through
email/website/social media & CoC pamphlets at community forums/events, w/
notification of NOFA training. The CoC followed up/individually outreached
agencies operating similar housing programs and/or that registered on the CoC
interest list. CoC also specifically targeted outreach to agencies led by
minorities and w/ staff w/ lived experience as those that best reflected the pops
served. Applications were submitted to RC for local review, then, if approved,
submitted through esnaps for final review before submitted to HUD.

(2) All submissions were reviewed by the RC for HUD funding threshold
requirements, agreement to participate in CES/use HF approach, demonstrated
understanding of project model, ability to leverage resources, support match
requirements, serve local priority pop(s) determined by GB/outlined in the local
application & any previous audit findings.

(3) The CoC publicly announced open funding rounds on 3/4/19 & 4/12/19.
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(4) Any agencies interested in pursuing funds through the CoC could view all
recent applications, scorecards, project ranks on the CoC website. There was a
PDF fillable submission box for agencies to learn more about funding
availability/application process & express interest, year-round. Public formal
trainings were advertised & held annually, prior to each funding round. The PP
presentation was available on CoC website for those that could not attend. All
applications were submitted digitally, via email, or hard copies were mailed for
submission.

(5) The CoC accepts applications from agencies not funded through the CoC.
Additional trainings & support are offered/provided to all new applicants to
better orient them to the process and answer common questions about match,
CES/HF, eligible activities, etc.

(1) CoC provides PIT/HIC, SPM, Regional Gaps Analysis, CES outcomes and
policies/strategies, OTDA reports, homeless research, community/consumer
feedback, presents written testimony at ESG public hearings, and regularly
coordinates with ESG to discuss prioritization of resources and enhancing
service provisions/outcomes. All ESG jurisdictions are represented on the CoC
GB and/or Ranking. ESG allocated additional funds for RRH, as well as
diversion resources in response to increases in homeless inflow/first time
homeless as per SPMs. The CoC hosted a regional RRH training, which
included guidance on braiding CoC and ESG RRH funds to further enhance
cost-effectiveness/maximize outcomes and services.

(2) ESG in consultation with CoC developed a localized assessment based on
presenting community needs and community and consumer feedback. This tool
seeks to address any racial inequities in services/support offered/provided to
homeless households. In addition to the review of CAPER reports and formal
project monitoring using HUD tool Exhibit 28-6, site visits and regular
coordination and review of outcomes and challenges occur at the project level.

(3) ESG/CoC solicit ongoing feedback about how to address regional needs
including hosting local focus groups w/ consumers, advocates, faith-based
partners, street outreach, police, etc. Con Plan meetings involve multiple
local/grass roots street outreach teams agreed to begin to integrate client data
in HMIS to more quickly identify all street homeless and connect to services.
Other examples were local feedback which led to better planning and targeting
of resources to families with children, first-time homeless senior adults, re-entry
clients, as well as diversion/prevention teams working directly with local courts
and the Sheriff’s Office.

Violence, Sexual Assault, and Stalking Survivors.

(1) CES DV-RRH waitlists prioritize based on vulnerability, w/ LOT homeless as
the secondary prioritization. CES policy asserts those in danger must have
immediate access to housing to ensure safety needed to flee/prevent return to
the abuser/stalker. CoC implemented a DV CES for add’l safety planning and is
applying for a DV TH-RRH for more immediate safe placement options/crisis
mgmt. CoC emergency transfer plan states those who need to move due to
safety concerns are given first priority for all available housing they are eligible
for through CE, regardless of when/how they entered the system. All
emergency transfers are provided w/ immediate connection to DV CES for
safety planning, legal advocacy, transportation and any other necessary
supports. For transfers, DV CES and both housing programs must case
conference on safety plans. DV CES staff specialize in trauma-informed care
and victim-centered services, can be mobile/provide transportation to assist
clients in a safe/immediate manner and coordinate directly w/ street outreach,
DOJ, LGBT service providers, ESG diversion programs, DV hotlines and other
system touch points.

(2) All CES access points are trained to identify DV, provide all w/ DV
resources, inform all of rights to withhold information from HMIS while still
accessing the full range of services. DV resources and crisis center contacts
are provided to anyone accessing CES, whether they report being VDV, as not
all will report their situation at the time of assessment or initial engagement.
VDV can access services at any access point including DV hotlines and opt to
continue work w/ DV CES or CES. The CoC funds DV-specific RRH and RRH
for general homeless pops. DV victims have the choice which program they
prefer to enroll in to exit homelessness. Once enrolled in RRH, program
participation such as monthly case management meetings can only occur in
environments and at times where victims feel safest.

1C-3a. Training–Best Practices in Serving DV Survivors.

(1) CoC provides annual trainings by experienced DV providers on safety
protocols/trauma-informed care/critical time intervention/victim-informed service
provisions and conducts trainings to all non-DV shelters on identifying those
fleeing, the use of victim-centered language, and how to access available
resources for VDV. Privacy and confidentiality practices training is also provided
for both project staff and CES staff, reviewing the importance of upholding
safety and utilizing de-identified information at all times. All RRH projects (CoC,
ESG, SSVF) are trained annually to offer specialized services/supports for
those actively fleeing/survivors.

(2) All CES access points are trained about record-keeping for reasonable belief
of imminent threat of harm, including the ability of the VDV to provide written
verification w/o requiring further proof when safety of VDV is compromised. All
CES street outreach access partners, police community liaisons, and local DSS
security staff are trained in safety planning, crisis intervention and how to report
DV. DOJ staff including county detectives work in the same community center
as the DV CES agency, allowing for streamlined coordination and on-demand
training and guidance as needed. All DV CES and CES street outreach staff are
trained to carry out emergency transfers through the CoC, including transfer
simulations. All CES staff and DV providers are trained in Fair Housing and anti-
discrimination, including specific guidance to ensure that landlords do not
discriminate against households actively fleeing violence. All training materials
are available year-round on the CoC website and additional trainings are
coordinated as necessary by CoC Training Manager.

1C-3b. Domestic Violence–Community Need Data.

CE maintains a DV de-identified list from EmpowerDB (DV shelter comparable
database), HMIS clients that report actively fleeing at admission, LDSS
coordination for clients presenting as fleeing locally but temporary placed in
other areas, street outreach, DV hotlines/crisis centers/police, and new
partnerships w/ county Offices of the Aging, youth/LGBT providers and HP
access partners to further identify the presenting need of those fleeing. All DV
shelters use comparable databases, are CE access partners, and offer the
option to all clients to conduct CE assessments or connect them to DV CES or
CES. DV was a focus area when conducting PIT/updating regional gap
analysis, w/ DV providers participating as outreach enumerators on the day of
the PIT count, in recognition that this pop can be underrepresented and in
immediate need of supports. In addition to annual DV trainings to identify those
fleeing, the HMIS team consulted w/ DV providers to develop training materials
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for general shelter staff about effectively reporting on updated HMIS data
element which captures households who are actively fleeing DV, as well as
previous experiences of DV in order to better capture and meet client needs.
These materials also provide information about how to link survivors to CES, as
well as DV-specific housing and services, ensuring system access and the
ability to assess survivor needs. DV CES was implemented July 2019, DV
providers are part of all CES planning and RRH committee and regularly
provide info/guidance such as aggregate data from local DV programs, NNEDV
and Safe Housing Partnerships. Four Governance Board members formally
represent the DV pop, as part of all regional need discussions and decision
making- DV, Human Trafficking, DV CES rep, and person with lived DV
experience. DV providers also distribute surveys to better identify needs and
specific services that are then leveraged.

(1) CoC partnered w/ HUD certified TA to facilitate presentations about
homeless preferences to HUD Multi-Family Housing Programs and HUD
PHAs/Section 8 Programs. The meetings generated interest from multiple PHAs
to prioritize formerly homeless/stably housed families in CoC PSH (tenancy 5+
years w/ assessment based on Miami Dade Move Up Tool), as part of regional
move-on strategy. CoC is currently working w/ three PHAs to develop admin
plans that reflect changes to prioritization of housing choice vouchers and/or a
determined number of set-aside vouchers, to be formalized w/ MOUs.
Southampton PHA, which also chairs the local Section 8 consortium committee
has championed the initiative, in partnership w/ CoC and has also joined the
CoC Governance Board. The PHA consortium, as a group, is also discussing a
consortium-wide pooled set aside shared commitment in addition. Sharing

successes of implementation can help to outreach more PHAs and create more
regional buy-in. Added insight of challenges for PHAs, admin plan development,
carrying out the process of informing waitlisted persons of a change in
preferences, and other insight can help the GB further develop move-on
strategies to improve PHA participation/outcomes. CoC will seek to expand the
22% of homeless households served w/ N Hempstead PHA vouchers by
verifying homeless status of applicants & assisting homeless households apply.
The CoC has worked w/ a PSH focus group to develop an assessment, CES
move-on protocols, and established services, including transition case mgmt,
that PSH providers will offer to facilitate moves from PSH units to new units w/
homeless preference/set-aside vouchers. Participating PHAs will report
available vouchers and CES will assess and process referrals to PHAs from
PSH. The CoC is also working to partner w/ other PHAs by verifying homeless
status and expanding the “homeless” definition local PHAs use, which w/ some
PHAs, is limited to displacement due to governmental action.

All households in CoC PSH for any length of time can have the opportunity and
CM support to explore affordable housing. The move-on strengths-based
assessment is used as a guide rather than part of a formal CES referral
component as w/ participating PHAs. All CoC PSH support services include
transition CM, which the CoC provided formal training for a regional Move-On
training with The Jericho Project, an experienced NYC housing agency that
have a consistently high success rate w/ moving households on from PSH
through targeted intervention, to strengthen the ability of PSH staff to support
transitions. PSH providers are encouraged to present on cases seeking to move
on in Housing Resource Committee case conferencing sessions. CES staff
work w/ PSH providers to conduct strength-based, move-on assessments, then
connect project staff and clients interested in move-on to Landlord Engagement
Specialist, in most cases, to assist w/ location-specific affordable housing
search as per client preferences. The Landlord Engagement Specialist identifies
available units within client budgets, including multifamily assisted housing
owners (Metropolitan Realty- Long Beach), Low Income Tax Credit
developments (Concern and D & F Development Group), local low-income
housing programs (Gray Barn, Sandy Hollow Cove, Wyandanch Rising), as well
as local affordable senior housing complexes and 811 projects, as many
households interested in move-on have aged in place in PSH and seek similar
community accommodations targeted to seniors.

The Landlord Engagement Specialist also assists w/ credit repair
and provides good tenant edu/guidance to minimize barriers of new successful
lease ups.

As part of CoC policy development for CES
implementation, the disability template developed in consultation w/ a
contracted HUD certified TA agency used by CES does not include the specific
disabilities of a client (for programs not serving pops with spec. dx). The CoC
conducts annual CoC-wide trainings in consultation w/ legal services orgs, civil
rights orgs, and LGBT and disability advocate agencies, that provide support to
homeless/low-income households. This training includes community
discussions on common challenges/occurrences w/ landlords and education on
how/when to report situations. For example, locally, there have been challenges
w/ landlords seeking to screen out households that are connected to LDSS
offices and/or “in programs” that were discussed and follow up/action steps
were taken. The CoC also advocated that an open county position tasked w/
reviewing Fair Housing claims be expedited for a position replacement to
ensure that claims were reviewed & responded to quickly. EAR
guidance/materials is presented CoC-wide at annual FH trainings, and
additionally at LGBT and Youth trainings. As a result, gender questions on
CES/Youth PIT forms have been modified, the CoC has worked in consultation
w/ ESG to investigate claims of identity discrimination. The CoC ensures that all
youth shelters/TLPs as well as all DSS shelters serve persons of all identities.

(1) CES covers full CoC w/ geographically dispersed access points; community
resource centers/safe havens, faith-based facilities, senior centers, web/phone-
based access points, and specialized access points such as youth drop-in
centers and DV hotlines.

(1) The CoC determined regional priorities after analyzing gaps analysis that
determined which types of housing programs were most needed based on PIT
v. HIC, BNL, average LOT homeless for various pop, and
inflow/outflow/retention of various pops. After RRH scale up with new CoC
funds since 2016, it was determined that PSH for families and single adults
were the local priority in order to serve those must vulnerable with the highest
service needs, highest utilizers of community resources, and necessary for a
regional progressive engagement/bridge housing approach. All PSH renewals
were ranked above other projects and all new funding was available for PSH, or
DV under the DV set-aside. One of the new PSH applications is specialized for
persons with MI and SUD. Projects serving CH (PSH/RRH), persons with MI
(PSH), VDV (RRH), and those with no/low income, poor credit and criminal
histories (PSH/RRH) were all considered in project ranking.

(2) PSH programs serving broad types of disabilities/vulnerabilities were
weighted on the ranking, as these programs often were serving clients with co-
occuring disabilities, the highest percentage of street homeless, and those with
the highest vulnerabilities because the program eligibility was the most
broad/flexible and allowed for the quickest exits of highly vulnerable households
from street/shelter to housing. CoC RRH is able to serve more homeless
families (largest homeless pop) and those with the highest barriers to housing
such as low credit and/or criminal backgrounds (large re-entry pop amongst
single adults). All PSH are Low Barrier/Housing First and DedicatedPLUS,
allowing for more flexible recordkeeping requirements for those most vulnerable
to access housing. The Ranking Committee will discuss how to further measure
severity of needs served by each project (ie. average VI-SPDAT score) and/or
specialized/unique services offered by projects in future funding rounds.

(1) The CoC extensively reviews a formally presented gaps analysis (regional
needs data and community/client feedback) to determine any major service
gaps based on pops and project types. The CoC also added a one-month open
comment period with a survey for all CoC members to add further input on local
needs. When major gaps are identified, that can be better addressed by shifting
funds to other CoC-eligible project types, the CoC determines which project
types for which pops best meet a gap and determine a % of funds necessary to
be reallocated to create opportunities for new applicants to apply w/ reallocation
and/or bonus, as available.

(1) CDLH has provided services to DV survivors since 1984.  Its staff are
trained on safety planning and have extensive experience in providing trauma
informed care. CDLH also ensures that staff continually participate in
professional development to better support victims of violence.  The agency has
space in its two office locations to ensure for privacy and confidentiality.  Staff
are trained to ensure that separate interviews and intakes are provide with each
member of a couple. CDLH staff work with participants to review safety plans.
Advocates assist participants develop plans specific to individual needs taking
into account housing, employment, day care, schooling and other needs.  Staff
work with participants to identify what is safe with respect to housing and rental
assistance needs. This includes ensuring that units have necessary safety
features such as bars on windows, lighted forms of egress, bolted locks and
other safety features. CDLH staff maintains the confidentiality of its units for
survivors and their families.

(2) CDLH measures its ability to ensure the safety of DV survivors in several
ways.  The agency values participant input and obtains consumer feedback.
Participants are encouraged to provide input safety measures through
participant surveys.  The agency provides supportive staffing to help
participants.

Local DV providers, including CDLH additionally pool resources to
conduct staff trainings through NYSCADV, NNEDV, and NCADV in advanced
trauma-informed care, working w/ sexual assault survivors, working w/ children
of child abuse, working w/ victims of sexual abuse, cultural competency, and
implicit bias.  CDLH, as an agency that has provided DV services for over 35
years continually enhances staff trainings and client services.

(a) CDLH staff encourage participant choice in housing selection and work with
participants to help them identify and obtain housing sufficient for their needs.
Staff work with participants to identify needs, as well as barriers taking into
account participant preferences. CDLH works directly w/ housing specialist staff
from CES/DV CES and participates in monthly housing resource/landlord
engagement meetings to identify more housing resources that can be quickly
accessed. CDLH works directly w/ LDSS to secure moving supports and
furniture vouchers to expedite moves. CDLH offers intensive transition CM and
connects clients to community-based resources for additional stabilization
support.
(b) The agency operates out of two office locations.  Each adhere to strict
standards of professionalism including confidentiality and safety for participants.

(c) CDLH domestic violence staff are trained to ensure that participants have
information to make educated decisions based upon their needs.  Staff provide
educational information to participants on trauma and ensure that participants
have access to resources and support services to help them and their families.
Staff practice a client centered approach, where victims of violence are given
education and information to make decisions according to their needs.
(d) Staff incorporate a strength-based approach in their advocacy work with
survivors of violence.  Staff conduct intakes on all participants and work with
individuals to develop a service plan that is cognizant of needs while
recognizing barriers and opportunities. Staff meet with participants to develop
goals for self-sufficiency, stability and safety, among others.
(e) CDLH staff have been trained in cultural sensitivity.  The agency is
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especially sensitized to the needs of immigrant victims of violence, including
Hispanic immigrants as well as others.

CoC GB annually reviews a regional
Gaps Analysis, state level OTDA reports are also reviewed on a CoC and
county level to ensure better targeting of resources, ESG conducted a local
analysis and used research from Shinn and Greer on the presenting
trends/needs of those presenting at-risk, first time homeless/predictors, and
HMIS tracks “Homeless Cause” as a mandatory field in all CES projects.

(1) Based on CE pilot, CE trends/reports, & feedback from
consumers/stakeholders, ESG HP access partners, & LDSS, single adults most
often returned to homelessness when discharged from institutions. CE works
directly w/ Parole and OMH to coordinate supports throughout homeless breaks
(as eligible) and streamlines referrals to forensic and mental health beds for
clients directly from institutions. A local university study w/ CoC on local RRH
outcomes showed that while most households did not return to homelessness,
a portion of households continued to pay a high % of income toward rent.
During at least one point over a two-year period post-RRH discharge, a % of
cohort clients relied on some type of emergency/one-time financial assistance.

prioritize homeless persons for hire). A CoC project's ability to increase cash
income for clients is a measurable outcome within the local ranking process.

(2) CES maintains employment and housing listings that can be provided and
accessed on demand and posts all information/leads on CoC website. The CoC
has brokered partnerships w/ formal and informal employers for dual
enrollments (housing and employment programs) or hire w/ the acceptance of
housing/services.

utilizers, for example, the newly available 40 unit housing program for United
Health Care high medicaid users that are homeless. CES staff also focus on
benefit enrollments as a way for clients to access more community-based CM
and transportation services for additional support and stabilization that does not
terminate when clients are no longer homeless.

(1) The majority of new CoC/ESG funds over the last three years were targeted
for homeless families through RRH [and PSH] development/expansion. ESG
surge funds and TANF funds through both counties in the CoC have been
allocated or increased for rental assistance/rapid rehousing for families. LDSS
increased rental assistance amounts per household to meet needs of high cost
market and have increased household income limits for child care subsidies.
With RRH scale up, CES has referred over 100 family households to CoC/ESG
RRH in the last year, has reduced the LOT families experience homelessness,
increased the % of and speed at which families exit shelter, and reduced overall
family homelessness by 7% in the last year. A FT Landlord Engagement
Specialist as part of the CES team supports all RRH projects to identify
available units/landlord resources to expedite move-ins and works on credit,
budgeting, documentation gathering and other supports to minimize barriers to
accessing housing quickly. RRH providers are trained on other available
community-based supports that they will leverage to better meet service needs

(2) CES provides transition CM and monitors retention once households are
placed in units, including regular case reviews w/ RRH providers, and uses
PSH, affordable housing and other PH to bridge households to more
supportive/long term options when necessary/available.

(1) Over the last two years, CoC has increased capacity dedicated to serve
youth by over 200% by setting aside 5% of RRH units, based on regional need,
for unaccompanied/parenting youth. ESG funds are braided with RHY funds to
support four youth housing/services programs. CES staff meet w/ youth at
parolee meetings and process dual enrollments, in coordination w/ re-entry
taskforce, in the Ready.Set.Work. program and CoC/ESG RRH. The two
leading regional youth service providers, FCA and HFY, both provide HP, family
mediation/reunification, housing, foster care, employment/edu., and after care
services. FCA/HFY, as the common youth front door/CES youth access
partners continue to have success rates of over 90% of presenting youth never
becoming HUD homeless. Implementation of DV CES has led to more youth
(often victims of human trafficking) being streamlined for safe housing/services.
CES links youth to Job Corps, Salvation Army, and assists w/ college
applications/registration, all of which can provide room and board w/ enrollment.
LGBT youth housing is now under development, in consult w/ the CoC.
CES/RHY leverage further youth support from Fatherhood Initiative and
STRONG, which can provide mentorships and apprenticeships. The
CoC/regional partners have applied for YHDP, FUP, and are in process w/
Human Trafficking NOFA.

(2) In order to increase services to unsheltered youth, Street Outreach trained
staff at 2-1-1, the most utilized resource for unsheltered youth, on how to
directly connect youth to CES. RHY shelters are low barrier and street outreach
teams can transport youth directly from street to shelter rather than going
through LDSS. RHY Host homes are available for those needing access to
immediate housing in specific communities. A new shared housing unit with
respite/transition beds for youth was opened and is supported by SC Youth
Court and LDSS. Street Outreach now partners w/ college and mall security that
are aware of youth staying on grounds (lobbies/food courts/libraries/cars) w/ no
other place to sleep. The LGBT Network has created a LGBT community center
and has a LGBT transitional housing program under development, as resources
for those that are kicked out of their living situations with no where to go.

persons homeless in the CoC. Prevention and retention outcomes are also
tracked by individual agencies that have a continuum of services for youth, and
reflected in OCFS and RHY reporting. OCFS RHY annual reports specifically
look at education completion, like skills development, rates of victimization as
other areas of successful outcomes. CES works directly w/ parole/re-entry to
track referral rates, housing retention and recidivism. Youth BNL has allowed for
more pointed discussions on the CoC can best meet needs by developing new
programs, such as an LGBT community center and TH program (under
development).

(2) Key areas in measuring youth outcomes could not be captured exclusively
using HMIS data, therefore CES use the TAY-VI-SPDAT at assessment, but
also uses the Youth Thrive Survey at time of discharge from prevention
programs and CES. This allows the CoC to better gauge youth well-being,
likelihood of retention/stability, social and community supports, and resilience.
The CoC also aligns w/ the USICH benchmarks in how youth
outcomes/success is measured. Although prevention and counseling services
for youth are robust on the front-end, the CoC is focused on creating services
that can be immediately accessed, and cater to the specific needs of youth.
CES staff have held youth focus groups specifically around the topic of what
types of services are most needed and appealing to them, and how they would
be most likely to access those services.

(3) Youth outcomes align w/ local, county, state and federal measures in
addressing youth homelessness, but are more importantly, youth-driven and
reviewed by youth. For example, developing a youth-specific PIT survey and
youth assistance w/ hot spotting allowed the CoC to engage youth more
effectively.

(1) CES has a built-in street outreach team that engage homeless persons on
the streets, is the response team for the CoC street homeless hotline, web-
based access point and library, police, jail, hospital and school coordination.
Outreach connects/transports persons to shelter, medical care, benefit offices,
and housing intakes. HMIS is in the process of adding county-level projects for
all church shelters, food pantries and other non-government funded local
programs, to identify and track all street homeless persons engaged.

(2) Street outreach conducted by LICH, SCDSS, NCDSS, MTA, PATH, and
faith-based groups collaboratively cover 100% of CoC’s geography.

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Appendix A: About the VI-SPDAT
The HEARTH Act and federal regulations require communities to have an assessment tool for coordinated 
entry - and the VI-SPDAT and SPDAT meet these requirements. Many communities have struggled to 
comply with this requirement, which demands an investment of considerable time, resources and exper-
tise. Others are making it up as they go along, using “gut instincts” in lieu of solid evidence. Communities 
need practical, evidence-informed tools that enhance their ability to to satisfy federal regulations and 
quickly implement an effective approach to access and assessment. The VI-SPDAT is a first-of-its-kind tool 
designed to fill this need, helping communities end homelessness in a quick, strategic fashion.

The VI-SPDAT
The VI-SPDAT was initially created by combining the elements of the Vulnerability Index which was cre-
ated and implemented by Community Solutions broadly in the 100,000 Homes Campaign, and the SPDAT 
Prescreen Instrument that was part of the Service Prioritization Decision Assistance Tool. The combina-
tion of these two instruments was performed through extensive research and development, and testing. 
The development process included the direct voice of hundreds of persons with lived experience. 

The VI-SPDAT examines factors of current vulnerability and future housing stability. It follows the structure 
of the SPDAT assessment tool, and is informed by the same research backbone that supports the SPDAT 
- almost 300 peer reviewed published journal articles, government reports, clinical and quasi-clinical 
assessment tools, and large data sets. The SPDAT has been independently tested, as well as internally 
reviewed. The data overwhelmingly shows that when the SPDAT is used properly, housing outcomes are 
better than when no assessment tool is used.

The VI-SPDAT is a triage tool. It highlights areas of higher acuity, thereby helping to inform the type of 
support and housing intervention that may be most beneficial to improve long term housing outcomes. 
It also helps inform the order - or priority - in which people should be served. The VI-SPDAT does not 
make decisions; it informs decisions. The VI-SPDAT provides data that communities, service providers, and 
people experiencing homelessness can use to help determine the best course of action next.

Version 2
Version 2 builds upon the success of Version 1 of the VI-SPDAT with some refinements. Starting in August 
2014, a survey was launched of existing VI-SPDAT users to get their input on what should be amended, 
improved, or maintained in the tool. Analysis was completed across all of these responses. Further re-
search was conducted. Questions were tested and refined over several months, again including the direct 
voice of persons with lived experience and frontline practitioners. Input was also gathered from senior 
government officials that create policy and programs to help ensure alignment with guidelines and fund-
ing requirements. 

You will notice some differences in Version 2 compared to Version 1. Namely:

• it is shorter, usually taking less than 7 minutes to complete;
• subjective elements through observation are now gone, which means the exact same instrument can 

be used over the phone or in-person;
• medical, substance use, and mental health questions are all refined;
• you can now explicitly see which component of the full SPDAT each VI-SPDAT question links to; and,
• the scoring range is slightly different (Don’t worry, we can provide instructions on how these relate to 

results from Version 1).
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Appendix B: Where the VI-SPDAT is being used in the United States
Since the VI-SPDAT is provided completely free of charge, and no training is required, any community is able to use the VI-SPDAT without the 
explicit permission of Community Solutions or OrgCode Consulting, Inc.  As a result, the VI-SPDAT is being used in more communities than we know 
of.

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Appendix A: About the VI-SPDAT
The HEARTH Act and federal regulations require communities to have an assessment tool for coordinated 
entry - and the VI-SPDAT and SPDAT meet these requirements. Many communities have struggled to 
comply with this requirement, which demands an investment of considerable time, resources and exper-
tise. Others are making it up as they go along, using “gut instincts” in lieu of solid evidence. Communities 
need a practical, evidence-informed way to satisfy federal regulations while quickly implementing an 
effective approach to access and assessment. The VI-SPDAT is a first-of-its-kind tool designed to fill this 
need, helping communities end homelessness in a quick, strategic fashion.

The VI-SPDAT
The VI-SPDAT was initially created by combining the elements of the Vulnerability Index which was cre-
ated and implemented by Community Solutions broadly in the 100,000 Homes Campaign, and the SPDAT 
Prescreen Instrument that was part of the Service Prioritization Decision Assistance Tool. The combina-
tion of these two instruments was performed through extensive research and development, and testing. 
The development process included the direct voice of hundreds of persons with lived experience. 

The VI-SPDAT examines factors of current vulnerability and future housing stability. It follows the structure 
of the SPDAT assessment tool, and is informed by the same research backbone that supports the SPDAT 
- almost 300 peer reviewed published journal articles, government reports, clinical and quasi-clinical 
assessment tools, and large data sets. The SPDAT has been independently tested, as well as internally 
reviewed. The data overwhelmingly shows that when the SPDAT is used properly, housing outcomes are 
better than when no assessment tool is used.

The VI-SPDAT is a triage tool. It highlights areas of higher acuity, thereby helping to inform the type of 
support and housing intervention that may be most beneficial to improve long term housing outcomes. 
It also helps inform the order - or priority - in which people should be served. The VI-SPDAT does not 
make decisions; it informs decisions. The VI-SPDAT provides data that communities, service providers, and 
people experiencing homelessness can use to help determine the best course of action next.

Version 2
Version 2 builds upon the success of Version 1 of the VI-SPDAT with some refinements. Starting in August 
2014, a survey was launched of existing VI-SPDAT users to get their input on what should be amended, 
improved, or maintained in the tool. Analysis was completed across all of these responses. Further re-
search was conducted. Questions were tested and refined over several months, again including the direct 
voice of persons with lived experience and frontline practitioners. Input was also gathered from senior 
government officials that create policy and programs to help ensure alignment with guidelines and fund-
ing requirements. 

You will notice some differences in Version 2 compared to Version 1. Namely:

• it is shorter, usually taking less than 7 minutes to complete;
• subjective elements through observation are now gone, which means the exact same instrument can 

be used over the phone or in-person;
• medical, substance use, and mental health questions are all refined;
• you can now explicitly see which component of the full SPDAT each VI-SPDAT question links to; and,
• the scoring range is slightly different (Don’t worry, we can provide instructions on how these relate to 

results from Version 1).
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Appendix B: Where the VI-SPDAT is being used in the United States

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Appendix A: About the TAY-VI-SPDAT
The HEARTH Act and federal regulations require communities to have an assessment tool for coordinated 
entry - and the VI-SPDAT and SPDAT meet these requirements. Many communities have struggled to 
comply with this requirement, which demands an investment of considerable time, resources and exper- 
tise. Others are making it up as they go along, using “gut instincts” in lieu of solid evidence. Communities 
need practical, evidence-informed tools that enhance their ability to to satisfy federal regulations and 
quickly implement an effective approach to access and assessment. The VI-SPDAT is a first-of-its-kind tool 
designed to fill this need, helping communities end homelessness in a quick, strategic fashion.

The VI-SPDAT
The VI-SPDAT was initially created by combining the elements of the Vulnerability Index which was cre- 
ated and implemented by Community Solutions broadly in the 100,000 Homes Campaign, and the SPDAT 
Prescreen Instrument that was part of the Service Prioritization Decision Assistance Tool. The combina- 
tion of these two instruments was performed through extensive research and development, and testing. 
The development process included the direct voice of hundreds of persons with lived experience.

The VI-SPDAT examines factors of current vulnerability and future housing stability. It follows the structure 
of the SPDAT assessment tool, and is informed by the same research backbone that supports the SPDAT 
- almost 300 peer reviewed published journal articles, government reports, clinical and quasi-clinical 
assessment tools, and large data sets. The SPDAT has been independently tested, as well as internally 
reviewed. The data overwhelmingly shows that when the SPDAT is used properly, housing outcomes are 
better than when no assessment tool is used.

The VI-SPDAT is a triage tool. It highlights areas of higher acuity, thereby helping to inform the type of 
support and housing intervention that may be most beneficial to improve long term housing outcomes. 
It also helps inform the order - or priority - in which people should be served. The VI-SPDAT does not 
make decisions; it informs decisions. The VI-SPDAT provides data that communities, service providers, and 
people experiencing homelessness can use to help determine the best course of action next.

The Youth – Transition Age Youth Tool from CSH
Released in May 2013, the Corporation for Supportive Housing (CSH) partnered with Dr. Eric Rice, Assistant 
Professor at the University of Southern California (USC) School of Social Work, to develop a triage tool that 
targets homeless Transition Age Youth (TAY) for permanent supportive housing. It consists of six items 
associated with long-term homelessness (five or more years) among transition-aged youth (age 18-24).

Version 2 of the VI-SPDAT
Version 2 builds upon the success of Version 1 of the VI-SPDAT with some refinements. Starting in August 
2014, a survey was launched of existing VI-SPDAT users to get their input on what should be amended, 
improved, or maintained in the tool.

Analysis was completed across all of these responses. Further research was conducted. Questions were 
tested and refined over several months, again including the direct voice of persons with lived experience 
and frontline practitioners. Input was also gathered from senior government officials that create policy 
and programs to help ensure alignment with guidelines and funding requirements.
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The TAY-VI-SPDAT – The Next Step Tool for Homeless Youth
One piece of feedback was the growing concern that youth tended to score lower on the VI-SPDAT, since 
the Vulnerability Index assesses risk of mortality which is less prevalent among younger populations. So, 
in version 2 of the VI-SPDAT, OrgCode Consulting, Inc. and Community Solutions joined forces with CSH to 
combine the best parts of the TAY, the VI, and the SPDAT to create one streamlined triage tool designed 
specifically for youth aged 24 or younger.

If you are familiar with the VI-SPDAT, you will notice some differences in the TAY-VI-SPDAT compared to 
VI-SPDAT version 1. Namely:

• it is shorter, usually taking less than 7 minutes to complete;
• subjective elements through observation are now gone, which means the exact same instrument can 

be used over the phone or in-person;
• medical, substance use, and mental health questions are all refined;
• you can now explicitly see which component of the full SPDAT each VI-SPDAT question links to; and,
• the scoring range is slightly different (Don’t worry, we can provide instructions on how these relate to 

results from Version 1).
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Since the VI-SPDAT is provided completely free of charge, and no training is required, any community is able to use the VI-SPDAT without the 
explicit permission of Community Solutions or OrgCode Consulting, Inc.  As a result, the VI-SPDAT is being used in more communities than we know 
of. It is also being used in Canada and Australia.

			Understanding Racial Disparity in Your CoC


						Each community has unique circumstances impacting homeless populations. The CoC Analysis Tool draws on Point-In-Time Count and American Community Survey data to facilitate analysis of racial disparities among people experiencing homelessness. Such an analysis is a critical first step in identifying and changing racial and ethnic bias in our systems and services.


			How to Use the Tool


						Select a CoC from the dropdown at the top of the Dashboard tab. The charts and tables will automatically populate with local and state data. 


						The first bar chart shows racial distributions for the selected CoC for all people living in poverty, people experiencing homelessness, and people experiencing unsheltered homelessness. By comparing racial distributions between persons experiencing homelessness and persons experiencing poverty, we are able to identify racial disparities in homelessness that poverty alone cannot account for.  


						The bar charts also include the racial distribution for individuals in families with children who were experiencing homelessness. Note: for these individuals, the race data is based on the racial identity of the head of household. It is a proxy and may not accurately represent the racial identity of all household members.


						The bar chart in the center and on the right show the racial disparities for youth and veterans experiencing homelessness, respectively.


			Example Reading of Distribution of Race Chart





						For example, when reading the chart below, we see that 17% of all people living in poverty in the CoC identified as Black in the 2011-2015 American Community Survey. We also see that 33% of people experiencing homelessness in the Point-In-Time Count identified as Black. This demonstrates a large racial disparity in homelessness, beyond the impact of poverty alone. What other factors might contribute to this disparity?



						Looking at families with children experiencing homelessness in this sample CoC, though we see that 29% of those living in poverty are white, only 18% of people in families with children that are experiencing homelessness are white.


						Note: Race data for individuals in families is based on the racial identity of the head of household. It is a proxy and may not accurately represent the racial identity of all household members.








						The next set of bar charts in the Dashboard displays the distribution of Hispanic and Non-Hispanic groups in the same configurations, enabling a comparison between rates of poverty and rates of homelessness amongst singles, families, youth, and veterans.


						The CoC Data tables below the charts include the data that is represented in the charts as well as additional detail, including overall racial distribution in the CoC and racial distribution among persons experiencing sheltered homelessness. 


						The State Data table provides a broader context with racial distributions for the entire state, those in poverty, and persons experiencing homelessness, with a breakout of families with children.


			Example Reading of CoC Data Table





						In this example CoC, 23% of people in families with children are Hispanic. We see higher rates of Hispanic ethnicity when we look at families in poverty, at 30%, and even higher rates for families experiencing homelessness, at 45%.

			Definition and Data Sources for Homelessness


						The number of people experiencing homelessness represented in this tool is drawn from the 2017 Point-In-Time (PIT) Count data reported in the Annual Homeless Assessment Report (AHAR) to the U.S Congress. PIT Counts are unduplicated 1-night estimates of sheltered and unsheltered homeless populations conducted by CoCs nationwide during the last week of January each year. 


						People who are experiencing sheltered homelessness are defined as "an individual or family living in a supervised publicly or privately operated shelter designated to provide temporary living arrangement (including congregrate shelters, transitional housing, and hotels and motels paid for by charitable organizations or by federal, state, or local government programs for low-income individuals," as defined at 24 CFR 578.3 of the Homeless Definition Final Rule.


						People who are experiencing unsheltered homelessness are defined as "an individual or family with a primary nighttime residence that is a public or private place not designed for or ordinarily used as a regular sleeping accommodation for human beings, including a car, park, abandoned building, bus or train station, airport, or camping ground," as defined at 24 CFR 578.3 of the Homeless Definition Final Rule.

						PIT Count data is not perfect- methodologies vary place to place and year to year; the unsheltered count is particularly challenging. While some CoC PIT data may include duplication of households, it is more likely that PIT data is an undercount, due to not all homeless households being identified. Staffing, weather, and geography all have an impact on the data. In most communities there remains a need for improved data accuracy and increased cultural competence in outreach and engagement. 



						Nevertheless, PIT Count Data is an important indicator to consider, and our best available estimate of rates of homelessness in a given community. More information on the PIT Count and AHAR can be found here:

			Definition and Data Sources for Poverty and Race


						Individuals are counted as being in poverty if they are part of a household whose total annual income is less than the poverty threshold. Threshold levels are set by household size, but are not adjusted by location. For this reason, the impact of poverty on housing affordability varies from community to community. 						The racial distributions of people living in poverty are sourced from the American Community Survey (ACS) 2011-2015 5-year estimates. The CoC estimates were determined from Block Group (BG) estimates along with a BG-to-CoC crosswalk, created based on ArcGIS mapping software. Except for total race-specific BG estimates, which were obtained directly from FactFinder's TIGER data, all other BG estimates were calculated from county-level percentages of the given category, by race, multiplied by total BG counts for the given category. For example:


						BG-level black people in poverty = County-level percent of people in poverty that are black * BG-level all people in poverty

Future CoC Analysis tools will allow assessment of racial disparities for different household types and population groups in three core measures: 


						·         The length of time people spend homeless and in the service system, 


						·         Successfully exiting homelessness to permanent housing, and


						·         The degree to which households that are housed then fall back into homelessness.

[bookmark: _Toc525632648]What is Coordinated Entry? 

Coordinated entry (CE) is an important process through which people experiencing or at risk of experiencing homelessness can access the crisis response system in a streamlined way, have their strengths and needs quickly accessed, and quickly connect to appropriate, tailored housing and mainstream services within the community or designated region. 

Standardized assessment tools and practices used within local CE processes take into account the unique needs of children and their families as well as youth. When possible, the assessment provides the ability for households to gain access to the best options to address their needs, incorporating participant choice, rather than being evaluated for a single program within the system. The standards as outlined in this document will go effect January 23rd, 2018, and are intended to:

1. Provide community-wide expectations for all homeless housing projects

2. Ensure transparency on the part of all CoC and ESG-program funded projects for determining eligibility and prioritization of potential participants in housing and supportive services

3. Provide a minimum set of standards and quality controls for all CoC- and ESG- funded projects

[bookmark: _Toc525632650]What outcomes Can our Community Expect? 

Adherence to these policies and procedures will result in: 

· Increased coordination among housing and human service organizations

· Universal access to services so that no person is left out of the system

· New partnerships formed among organizations such as housing and service providers, local charitable organizations, law enforcement, universities, and missions

· Improved decision-making for system-level leaders, such as the CoC Governance Board, the Office of Mental Health, and the Department of Veterans Affairs.

[bookmark: _Toc525632651]Alignment with Federal Opening Doors Plan

The CES has aligned its work with the goals set forth in Opening Doors: the Federal Plan to Prevent and End Homelessness. Specifically, the CES embraces the following goals:

· Ending veteran homelessness by 2015   

· Ending chronic homelessness by 2017 

· Expanding the capacity of our network to house the chronically homeless through the creation of more permanent supportive housing units 

· Ending youth and family homelessness by 2020 

· Expanding the capacity of our network to rapidly rehouse individuals and families through the creation of more rapid rehousing units

· Improving access to housing and supportive services through a coordinated entry system with community-wide access 

· Collaborating with community stakeholders and legislators in our region to ensure that the needs of homeless individuals and families are prioritized

SECTION 2: Guiding Principles 

[bookmark: _Toc495940467]Low Barriers for Entry to Housing and Services
Low barriers allow the most vulnerable people with the most severe needs to access housing and services without preconditions. All potential participants in housing or supportive services are guaranteed equal and fair access in determining eligibility for CoC-program funded projects, regardless of the severity of their needs. Further, programs agree to uphold all federal, state, and local fair housing and human rights protections, by signing onto the Non-Discrimination Policy found in Appendix A. This means that potential participants are not screened out due to:

· Having too little or no income

· Active or history of substance use disorder 

· History of domestic violence

· Criminal record, with the exception for state-mandated restrictions

· Belonging to any groups protected in the Non-Discrimination Policy 

A note on shelter access: The CoC works closely with the Nassau and Suffolk County Department of Social Services (DSS) but does not directly oversee emergency shelter placement. The CoC advocates for low barriers to shelter access and regularly engages both counties DSS to ensure that households are not screened out of shelter. The CoC also provides information to its network of providers about the rights of people seeking out shelter in extreme weather and other dangerous situations as outlined by directives from the Governor’s office. 

Client Safety

All persons accessing CES will have the ability to be immediately connected to providers trained in Trauma-Informed Care and Domestic Violence best practices to offer safety planning and other necessary supports to ensure the safety for all persons. Through the launch of DV CES, additional and direct supports can be offered while also ensuring client confidentiality.

[bookmark: _Hlk525633090]Single Referral Source
All participating programs in the CES agree to uphold the Housing First/Coordinated Entry MOU found in Appendix B. All programs agree to use LICH as their ONLY referral source, eliminating all side-door referrals.  Programs agree to be monitored by LICH to ensure compliance with the MOU and take all necessary steps for corrective action in an expedient manner. 

[bookmark: _Toc495940468]Housing First (Low Barrier to Entry) Programs 
Housing First is a programmatic and systems approach that centers on providing people who are homeless with housing quickly and then providing services as needed.  
This means that:

· Housing is not contingent upon participation in support services

· Participants are expected to enter into a standard lease agreement and are provided with services and supports to help maintain housing and prevent eviction

· Providers collaborate with participants to determine plans that support housing stability, such as utilizing active engagement strategies to reach those who present as disengaged from housing, treatment, or recovery plans 

Please note change in housing first language noted in the 2019 NOFA:

Providing Flexibility for Housing First with Service Participation Requirements. The traditional Housing First approach has two basic parts: First, individuals are rapidly placed and stabilized in permanent housing without any preconditions regarding income, work effort, sobriety or any other factor. Second, once in housing, individuals never face requirements to participate in services as a condition of retaining their housing. The first part, placement into permanent housing without preconditions, is an important priority to ensure that federal funds are allocated to providers that serve the most vulnerable homeless individuals. This NOFA maintains the commitment to unconditional acceptance of individuals into housing, especially for people with a high degree of vulnerability. At the same time, allowing service participation requirements once a person has been stably housed may promote important outcomes (e.g., employment, increased income, reduced substance use, and strengthened social connection), so this NOFA also provides communities and programs with flexibility, without penalty, to use service participation requirements after people have been stabilized in housing (consistent with 24 CFR 578.75(h)).

Providers participating in the coordinated entry system must use a housing first model of intervention, as evidenced by their sign-on to a Memorandum of Understanding which can be found in Appendix B. 

[bookmark: _Toc495940469][bookmark: _Hlk525633215]Participant Choice and Person-Centered Models 
CES projects agree to engage participants using a person-centered model that focuses on participant choice and nonjudgmental collaboration. Participant choice can relate to the types of housing and services offered, as well as determination of outcomes related to housing plans or personal goals. Person-centered, nonjudgmental engagement is evidenced in written standards and reinforced by all program staff.

Promoting Employment, Volunteerism, and Community Service

All persons assessed through CES will be offered available resources in the community to enhance income and community involvement. All CES access points and community drop-in centers offer onsite employment services, life skills, job training and benefits enrollment.

Promoting Consumer Feedback and Involvement in Planning of Service Provisions

The CoC has conducted targeted outreach to increase the number of persons with lived experience on the CoC Governance Board (Coordinated Entry policy-making entity). The CoC is also developing a PLE Advisory Council and is piloting a Youth Advisory Board through YHDP planning. Street outreach teams use a peer to peer/vet to vet model when engaging those hardest to reach.

Leveraging Non-employment Income, Benefits, and Other Services

In addition to benefits enrollment available at all drop-in centers, CES staff are SOAR certified to ensure the most efficient and effective outcomes for clients seeking to obtain SSI/SSDI benefits.

Minimizing Racial Disparities and Discrimination

All persons accessing CES are provided guidance and resources throughout the time entirety of time engaged by CES on Fair Housing, discrimination and the Equal Access Rule, as well as informed about how to submit a claim for Fair Housing violations. All CoC and ESG providers sign anti-discrimination agreements and are trained on Fair Housing annually. Additionally, CES regularly reviews the equitability of housing resources received/referrals through CES, by household race, age, ethnicity, sexual identity, sexual orientation, in comparison to the presenting regional homeless population.

Ensuring Youth Quick Access to Housing

CES has established a percentage of units to be set aside for youth to ensure that youth are prioritized for and can access housing resources through the CoC. This percentage is based on the percentage of youth compared to the total homeless population in the region. 

Progressive Engagement CES projects are designed to give participants the minimum amount of assistance they need to succeed in maintaining permanent housing. This allows the system to serve the maximum number of households possible.  

[bookmark: _Toc525632653]section 3: AccessING Coordinated Entry 

ACCESS POINTS
The CES covers the entire geographic region of Nassau and Suffolk counties through multiple access points for all people in different homeless populations and subpopulations. The central access point is located at the Continuum of Care lead office, The Long Island Coalition for the Homeless. There are also web and phone-based community access points are available for general access, as well as access points for specific subpopulations. 

Coordinated entry access is available to all eligible persons regardless of race, color, national origin, religion, sex, age, familial status, disability, actual or perceived sexual orientation, gender identity, or marital status. All participating providers must adhere to the Non-Discrimination Policy found in Appendix A. Providers must attend annual training about upholding fair housing law and the Equal Access Rule. Shelters awarded ESG funds receive additional training about single-sex shelter regulations as they pertain to the EAR.

Subpopulation Specific Access POint Protocol for Non-Subpopulation Households 

Access point providers are trained to link all households seeking service to the CES, regardless of the population they are intended to serve. If a household presents at an access point not intended to serve a particular subpopulation, providers ensure that the household is provided access to the answering service at LICH, as well as the virtual access point. The main contact at the access point then notifies the Coordinated Entry Manager about the presenting household and which type of connection they were provided to the CES. 

OUTREACH & SERVING HOUSEHOLDS LEAST LIKELY TO ENGAGE 
In order to best serve those who are least likely to engage with the system, the CES utilizes HMIS data to determine a by-name list of households with the longest history of homelessness. CES staff then outreach these households directly, contacting the household, shelter in which the household is staying, and LDSS when more information is necessary to make contact. 

LICH outreach staff are trained on assertive, housing-focused engagement strategies for engaging unsheltered households. LICH outreach staff perform weekly outreach to unsheltered households and coordinate with outreach teams from other organizations, covering the entire geographic area of the CoC. During the winter months, outreach staff also regularly coordinate with Non-DSS winter church shelters. Outreach teams attempt to make bi-weekly contact with each assigned household, utilizing the following strategies: 

1. Attempting face-to-face visit to the last known address

2. Phone contact with care and service providers, including LDSS

3. Contacting local government units, SPOA, etc.

4. Contacting collaterals, emergency contacts and supports to include parent, guardian or legally authorized representative, family

5. Contacting the household’s Parole or Probation Officer

6. Accessing online criminal justice resources (webcrim, inmate look-up, vinelink)

7. Contacting schools

8. Contacting methadone clinics

9. Reviewing Hospital alerts 

10. Other efforts appropriate to the member and to support search efforts.

11. Contact the household’s Pharmacy 

[bookmark: _Toc525632655]Training for Access Point Providers 

Access point providers must complete training on eligibility, assessment tools, and service referral, not less than once annually as overseen by the CoC Training Manager and CES Manager. Additionally, all providers complete competency training, facilitated by the CoC in the following areas but not limited to: harm reduction, Housing First, motivational interviewing, trauma-informed care, Fair Housing/EAR, criminalization of homelessness, administering NARCAN, employment, benefits/SOAR, and cultural competency for survivors of domestic violence, LGBT people, veterans, and youth. [bookmark: _Toc525632656]Reasonable Accomodations to Access 

Reasonable accommodations are made for households who present with barriers to accessing the CES. Physical access points are required to be accessible by public transportation and facilities must be accessible for people with mobility impairments. Access point providers are trained to recognize and respond to a household’s need for further accommodations, such as requiring an alternative meeting location outside of the office. 

The CES provides services for households with limited English proficiency, notifying each household of their right to free language assistance services. On-call translation services are also available to assist with the completion of vital documents.

Coordinated entry materials are available in large print and auxiliary aids are available as necessary. All providers participating in the CES must provide auxiliary aids as outlined in the Non-Discrimination Policy and as recipients of federal funds. 

[bookmark: _Toc495940472][bookmark: _Toc525632657]Safety Planning for Victims of Domestic Violence 

After extensive and ongoing workgroup planning between the CoC lead and service providers, it has been determined that all households seeking assistance through CE will be briefly screened for domestic violence and sexual assault, then referred to specialized services if this is what they desire (DV CES and/or other community supports)

CE staff at the main access point in the region and all DV CES staff are trained in culturally competent, trauma-informed interview and assessment techniques. As additional access points join the CE process, their housing teams will also be trained in trauma-informed service delivery. All households seeking assistance receive information about privacy and confidentiality and are informed of their right not to share information in HMIS with no impact on the availability of services or housing. 

As privacy and confidentiality can be an area of great concern for victims of domestic violence, housing staff are trained to explore this area in greater detail with households who disclose a history or current experience with domestic violence. All housing and service providers funded through the CoC receive at minimum an annual cultural competency training for working with survivors of domestic violence.  

[bookmark: _Toc525632658]Advertising for Coordinated Entry 

The coordinated entry system is publicly advertised through the Suffolk and Nassau county websites, linking to a web-based access point. An answering service is also available for households seeking to access the system. If a household seeking assistance presents at an access points that is not intended to serve the subpopulation to which they belong, access point staff link the household to the virtual access point. Target schools with the highest incidence of youth homelessness, libraries, and public transit hubs are also provided advertising material describing the assistance available through coordinated entry and CoC-program funded projects. The CoC is now exploring social media-based advertising strategies and text message system access for youth, based on feedback from youth consumers during YHDP planning. Institution settings within the CoC jurisdiction that have frequent discharges of persons to homelessness are targeted with advertisement of services available, including complemented guidance and flowcharts for how to access various community resources. Street outreach services are advertised to community hubs that regularly engage with homeless persons. Advertised services and supports sent to police also include guidance and information related to efforts to de-criminalize homelessness, effective engagement strategies, and information about trauma-informed care. The broad advertisement of the system ensures that all households within the CoC’s geographic area in need of homeless services will have fair and equal access to the system regardless of where or how the household presents at any entry point. 

LICH Street Outreach Team, as part of CES, adopted principles for Fair and Equal Access to Public Space:

In the interest of creating communities in which all members’ rights are upheld and respected, the Long Island Coalition for the Homeless endorses the following practices for fair and equal access to public spaces. These practices should be applied uniformly to all members of the public, regardless of actual or perceived housing status. 

All people, in all communities, should be treated with dignity and respect when using public sidewalks, public parks, public transportation, and public buildings. 

All people, in all communities, should be treated with dignity and respect when engaging with representatives from local municipalities, be they county or town police, auxiliary police, public safety, or private security forces. 

All people, in all communities, should have access to emergency medical care

All people, in all communities, should have a reasonable right to privacy in their personal property and not

Pre-screen procedures 

All households seeking assistance, as well as those with the longest lengths of time homeless as indicated in HMIS, are engaged to complete a Pre-Screen survey. This Pre-Screen survey collects basic data including contact information, household composition, and length of time homeless. Households are then prioritized for follow-up for a full housing assessment based on the longest reported length of time homeless. 

[bookmark: _Toc525632661]Assessment procedures 

Households who are prioritized for a full housing assessment are screened by either staff at LICH, or a secondary screening site. Staff explain that households are going to be asked questions about their housing and other life circumstances. Staff explain that households do not have to answer any questions in the assessment, but that this may result in an assessment outcome that doesn’t reflect the household’s true needs for service. The appropriate VI-SPDAT is then administered, based on household composition (singles, families, youth, or prevention). 

Once a VI-SPDAT is complete, staff review service preferences and accommodations that the household may need from providers, such as auxiliary aides or translation services.  Households are then informed about programs for which they are eligible and that they will be contacted by a program for which they are eligible once there is an opening. Households are informed that the CES access point must have their most up to date contact information, as this will be the primary mode of communication community housing and service providers will utilize to contact them once an opportunity is available. The CES Manager then places the household on a waitlist within HMIS, which follows local priority order, prioritizing households with the longest lengths of time homeless. When a household is nearing the top of the waitlist, CES staff reach out to them to inform them about possible upcoming opportunities, confirm their contact information, and review their service preferences. 

The CES team at the central access point will take phone, virtual, and physical outside referrals while secondary screening points perform VI-SPDATs through specific HMIS contact assignments from the CES Manager, coupled with a “no wrong door” approach; all households presenting at secondary screening points are connected to the virtual access point. Each VI-SPDAT completed at a secondary screening point is uploaded into HMIS and allows the CES Manager to create the prioritization list, which informs how households are referred to housing and services. 

In addition to the VI-SPDAT, CES will pilot a phased assessment to better employ diversion efforts and strategies and better inform caseworkers of all avenues to pursue for housing and services. CES will work in partnership with ESG HP and SSVF Rapid Resolution staff to seek to prevent or quickly connect more households to housing, using a problem-solving approach.

[bookmark: _Toc525632662]DV assessment procedures

DV CES staff utilize the VI-SPDAT to assess households that present as actively fleeing or attempting to flee domestic violence. Deidentified client ID numbers, household size and assessment score are captured on a secure list for each presenting household. This information is used to generate a totally de-identified by-name list. When a DV program has an opening, the DV CES Coordinator provides the deidentified household number to the program and informs them to contact the household and/or the specifically assigned DV point of contact (shelter staff, counselor, advocate, etc). The DV point of contact then facilitates secure communication between the client and the housing program. 

[bookmark: _Toc525632663]Assessing client choice 
When assessing clients, all access points complete a client preference form, which considers the needs and preferences of the household experiencing homelessness. This information is utilized so that appropriate housing and service matches are determined based on what will work for the household. Households are in no way penalized or prevented from receiving services based on their preferences. Households remain in their prioritized order even if they deny housing and service offers. CES staff will explore issues of system capacity based on their preferences and utilize motivational interviewing techniques to expand possible options for clients, based on their identified housing and service goals.

[bookmark: _Toc525632665]Prioritization for Emergency Services 

The CES has worked with local DSS, which oversees the provision of shelter services, to ensure that access to emergency services, including shelter and domestic violence services, will be prioritized, allowing for an immediate crisis response. CES staff encourage LDSS to adopt low-barrier shelter models, as well as sign onto the CES Non-Discrimination Policy. Further, the CoC Training Manager provides training and consultation to shelter providers about upholding fair housing laws as applicable by funding source and jurisdiction.

Prioritization for Rapid Rehousing 
The CES follows an order of priority for rapid rehousing referrals similar to that for permanent supportive housing. The CES prioritizes households for rapid rehousing based length of time homeless and VI-SPDAT scores within a range of 4-7 for families and 4-9 for single households. If a household is assessed as needing PSH, but it is estimated that a PSH unit will not become available within 90 days due to system capacity constraints, the household may be referred to rapid rehousing with an indication that they are a candidate for bridge housing to other, more supportive permanent housing options should they become available. 

[bookmark: _Toc525632666]Prioritization for Permanent Supportive Housing

On September 9th, 2016, the NY-603 LI CoC adopted the prioritization order for providing permanent supportive housing as outlined by HUD in Notice CPD-16-11[footnoteRef:2]. The order is as follows:  [2:  Found in HUD Notice CPD 16-11] 


· Chronically homeless households with the longest history of homelessness and most severe service need*

· Chronically homeless households with the longest history of homelessness

*Severe service needs are defined as scoring 9+ for F-VISPDAT and 8+ for VI-SPDAT. The CES team recognizes the need for dynamic prioritization, which allows the CES Manager to determine a plan of action for households who score low on VI-SPDAT, but who are determined to have high service needs. 

The prioritization order the CoC follows when providing PSH for non-chronically homeless households is as follows:

· Homeless households with a disability with long periods of episodic homelessness and severe service needs

· Homeless households with a disability with severe service needs

· Homeless households with a disability coming from places not meant for human habitation, safe haven, or emergency shelter without severe service needs 

· Homeless households with a disability coming from transitional housing

Definitions

[bookmark: _Toc525632669]Category 1 Homelessness: Individual or family who lacks a fixed, regular, and adequate nighttime residence, meaning: (i) Has a primary nighttime residence that is a public or private place not meant for human habitation; (ii) Is living in a publicly or privately operated shelter designated to provide temporary living arrangements (including congregate shelters, transitional housing, and hotels and motels paid for by charitable organizations or by federal, state and local government programs); or (iii) Is exiting an institution where (s)he has resided for 90 days or less and who resided in an emergency shelter or place not meant for human habitation immediately before entering that institution. 

[bookmark: _Toc525632670]Category 2 Homelessness: Individual or family who will imminently lose their primary nighttime residence, provided that: (i) Residence will be lost within 14 days of the date of application for homeless assistance; (ii) No subsequent residence has been identified; and (iii) The individual or family lacks the resources or support networks needed to obtain other permanent housing

[bookmark: _Toc525632671]Category 3 Homelessness: Unaccompanied youth under 25 years of age, or families with Category 3 children and youth, who do not otherwise qualify as homeless under this definition, but who: (i) Are defined as homeless under the other listed federal statutes; (ii) Have not had a lease, ownership interest, or occupancy agreement in permanent housing during the 60 days prior to the homeless assistance application; (iii) Have experienced persistent instability as measured by two moves or more during in the preceding 60 days; and (iv) Can be expected to continue in such status for an extended period of time due to special needs or barriers

[bookmark: _Toc525632672]Category 4 Homelessness: Any individual or family who: (i) Is fleeing, or is attempting to flee, domestic violence; (ii) Has no other residence; and (iii) Lacks the resources or support networks to obtain other permanent housing

[bookmark: _Toc525632673]Chronic Homelessness: Any individual or family who: has experienced homelessness for: Twelve (12) months or longer, continuously, or Four (4) times in three (3) years, totaling at least twelve (12) months AND who has a disability, specifically: A diagnosable substance abuse disorder, A serious mental illness, A developmental disability, A chronic physical illness or disability. Breaks in homelessness include: Seven (7) days or more in a hotel/motel the household paid for themselves (not by DSS) Seven (7) days or more in a relative or friends home, ninety (90) days or more in an institutional setting, such as a jail, prison, hospital, psychiatric hospital, etc.

Referrals for Rapid Rehousing 

All referrals (non-DV) will be made by the Coordinated Entry Manager through the HMIS to the designated points of contact at each referral destination. The CES Manager is responsible for ensuring that appropriate referrals are made based on the prioritization order, targeting services to those with the longest lengths of time homeless. Referrals are processed securely and directly through HMIS, using HMIS waitlist functionality. 


[bookmark: _Toc525632676]Referrals for permanent supportive Housing 

All referrals (non-DV) will be made by the CES Manager through the HMIS to the designated points of contact at each referral destination. The CES Manager is responsible for ensuring that appropriate referrals are made based on the prioritization order. The first person on the prioritization list will be offered the opportunity to view the available housing and participate in an overnight stay if they are interested, based on the program’s availability to accommodate the request. Referrals are processed directly in HMIS through HMIS Centralized Intake functionality. 

Once the CoC Coordinated Entry Manager has referred a household to a program, the program will have ten (10) business days from the date of referral to contact the household and complete an interview. Programs that have the availability to conduct overnight trial visits for households who are interested are encouraged to do so.  Once the interview is completed, the provider and potential participant will have two (2) business days to make a determination about the referral. See Appendix E for the following referral determination forms: provider acceptance, provider decline, client decline. 

[bookmark: _Toc495940482]Provider intake decisions 

Declining participant’s admission into program should be rare and occur only in following circumstances:

· The household presents with more people than referred by the coordinated entry system

· The household poses a risk for potential harm to staff or participants in the program, specifically:

i. There are families in a congregate site program with at least one child under the age of 18, and a member of the household identifies as a sex offender or identifies as having a criminal record with a history of a violent crime 

ii. A member of the household has a prior history of assault or harassment of staff or consumers at this program.

If a household is declined for admission into the program for any of the permissible reasons listed in the Provider Decline Form found in Appendix E of this manual, LICH coordinated entry staff will confirm the appropriateness of the declination within two (2) business days. All decline forms must include Instructions for how to appeal a rejection decision, including all relevant contact information and applicable time frames. 

Case Conferences
Any provider that declines a referral through the coordinated entry system will have to case conference with the CES Manager before the next referral is made. Programs with outlying rates of discharge/turnover based on vacancy reporting will be requested to case conference at the discretion of the CES Manager. 

[bookmark: _Toc525632677]Referrals for Victim SErvice Providers 

DV CES access staff utilize the VI-SPDAT to assess households that present as attempting or actively fleeing domestic violence. Staff then capture a deidentified client ID number, household size and assessment score for each household. This information is used to generate a totally de-identified by-name list. After extensive DV working group discussion, DV providers in the region decided to prioritize Category 4 homeless households based on vulnerability first and length of time homeless, second. The rationale was that those households in the riskiest situations need to access housing as quickly as possible and should be given priority for housing and services. 

When a DV program has an opening, the DV CES Coordinator provides the deidentified household number to the program and informs them to contact the specifically assigned DV point of contact. The DV point of contact then facilitates secure communication between the client and the housing program. 

[bookmark: _Toc525632678]Emergency Transfer Plan for Victims of Domestic Violence 

Households who need to move due to safety concerns related to domestic violence are given first priority for all available housing for which they are eligible for through Coordinated Entry, regardless of when or how they entered the system. [bookmark: _Toc525632679]Section 8: Standards for Providing Assistance   

[bookmark: _Toc525632680]Rapid Rehousing 

The following minimum standards will be applied to all rapid re-housing programs:

· Household eligibility must be determined and documented; households must meet eligibility as outlined in Homeless Categories 1-4.

· The only documentation necessary to access rapid rehousing is proof of homelessness. 

· Order of preference for eligibility documentation for Category 1 homelessness is as follows: Written observation by outreach worker/HMIS records; written referral by another housing or service provider; Self-certification by head of household seeking assistance stating that (s)he was living on the streets or in shelter.

· Order of preference for eligibility documentation for Category 4 homelessness, for documenting the initial incident of violence include: written observation by the housing or service provider; a letter or other documentation from a victim service provider, social worker, legal assistance provider, pastoral counselor, mental health provider, or other professional from whom the victim has sought assistance; or medical or dental, court, or law enforcement records.

· Documentation of reasonable belief of further domestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault, or stalking includes written observation by the housing or service provider; a letter or other written documentation from a victim service provider, social worker, legal assistance provider, pastoral counselor, mental health provider, or other professional from whom the victim has requested assistance; a current restraining order, recent court order, or other court records; or law enforcement reports or records. 

· The housing or service provider may also consider other documentation such as emails, voicemails, text messages, social media posts, and other communication. Because of the particular safety concerns surrounding victims of domestic violence, the interim rule provides that acceptable evidence for both the original violence and the reasonable belief include an oral statement. This oral statement does not need to be verified, but it must be documented by a written certification by the individual or head of household.

· Maximum participation in a rapid re-housing program cannot exceed 24 months.

· Support services must be available to the participant throughout the duration of stay in housing.

· Program participants must enter into a standard lease agreement, which is terminable only for violation of the standard lease agreement.

· The lease must be automatically renewable upon expiration, except on prior notice by either the participant or provider.

· Habitability of all housing units must be inspected and approved by program staff 

· ESG-funded RRH must assess households after one year of service and may only continue to serve those at or below 30% of AMI.

· Rental assistance will be determined based on an individualized, flexible basis using a progressive engagement model, as illustrated below:

[bookmark: _Toc525632681]Permanent Supportive Housing 

The following minimum standards will be applied to all permanent supportive housing programs: 

· The only documentation necessary to access permanent supportive housing is proof of homelessness and proof of disability. 

· Order of preference for eligibility documentation for chronic homelessness is as follows: 
Length of time;

· HMIS Record or record from comparable database

· Written observation by an outreach worker of the conditions individual was living

· Written referral by another housing or service provider

· Self-certification, accompanied by the intake worker’s documentation of the living situation and the steps taken to obtain the evidence listed above. 

· 100% of breaks in homelessness can be documented by self-report

Disability; 

· Written Verification of the disability from a licensed professional

· Written verification from SSA

· Receipt of a disability check

· Intensive, evidenced-based case management services must be available to clients throughout the duration of stay in housing to ensure housing stability.

· Program participants must enter into a standard lease agreement, which is terminable only for violation of the standard lease agreement (save for mandates from other funding sources) .

· The program needs to have either a sub-lease with the client or a three-way lease between participant, housing provider and landlord. Leasing programs cannot have an occupancy agreement and the sub-lease must confer all of the legal rights and protections of the lease between agency and landlord.

· The program enters into a lease agreement with program participant for a term of at least one year, which is terminable only for cause. The lease must be automatically renewable upon expiration for a minimum term of one month.

· The lease must be automatically renewable upon expiration, except on prior notice by either the participant or provider.

· There is no designated length of stay for program participants.

· Agencies are not required to impose occupancy charges on program participants as a condition of residing in the housing. However, if occupancy charges are imposed, they must be imposed on all participants of the program and they may not exceed the highest of: 

· 30% of the household’s monthly adjusted gross income; or

· 10% of the household’s monthly income; or 

· If the household is receiving payments for welfare assistance from a public agency and a part of the payments is specifically designated by the agency to meet the household’s housing costs, the portion of the payments that is designated for housing costs.

· Habitability of all housing units must be inspected and approved by program staff

[bookmark: _Toc495940488][bookmark: _Toc525632682]TERMINATION from Permanent Supportive Housing 
Termination is expected to be limited to only the most severe cases. Programs will exercise judgment and examine all extenuating circumstances when determining if lease violations are serious enough to warrant termination. 

The program may only terminate services when a participant ceases to follow the terms of their lease. In terminating assistance to a program participant, the agency must follow due process provisions as outlined in the CoC Interim Rule. This includes a formal process that recognizes the rights of individuals receiving assistance under the due process of law. This process, at minimum, must consist of: 

· Providing the program participant with a written copy of their lease and the termination process before the participant begins to receive assistance;

· Written notice to the program participant containing a clear statement of the reason for termination; 

· A review of the decision, in which the program participant is given the opportunity to present written or oral objections before a person other than the person (or a subordinate of that person) who made or approved the termination decision; and

· Prompt written notice of the final decision to the program participant. 

Termination under this section does not bar the recipient or sub-recipient from providing further assistance at a later date to the same individual or family.

Clients who are entering an institution (medical, mental health, or crisis) should not immediately be terminated from PSH projects. HUD SHP PSH providers are permitted to maintain open units for individuals and families who are institutionalized for a maximum of 60 days.

[bookmark: _Toc525632685]Overview of Homeless Management Information SYstem (HMIS)

The United States Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) requires that all recipients of financial assistance under the Continuum of Care (CoC) program, the Emergency Solutions Grant (ESG) program, the Rural Housing Stability Assistance (RHS) program and other programs funded under the McKinney-Vento Act must use a Homeless Management Information System, or HMIS, to collect client-level data on all persons served.   



An HMIS is computer software that helps agencies with program administration, operations, and reporting. An HMIS can be used for many different functions including maintaining client and agency information, bed/unit availability, and service delivery. Some of the typical benefits of an HMIS include:

· Improved service delivery and prompt referrals for clients

· Immediate access to important client information

· Quick and easy preparation of reports for funders, stakeholders



Other benefits of an HMIS include the ability to produce unduplicated estimates of the number of homeless persons accessing services from homeless assistance providers, aggregate reporting of basic demographic characteristics of homeless persons and patterns of service use, including information on shelter stays and homelessness episodes over time.  



The Long Island HMIS, also known as AWARDS, is a software package developed by Foothold Technology that has been implemented in many communities across New York State.  The Long Island Coalition for the Homeless (LICH), through grants received from HUD, implemented the Long Island HMIS and continues to oversee its strategic direction and administration.  LICH, together with the Continuum of Care groups in both Nassau and Suffolk Counties, actively works to increase resource development and quality assurance for the HMIS.  LICH staff manage the daily operations of the HMIS, and provide technical support, training, and program customization as needed.



Please see Appendix G for an analysis of New York State and Federal laws that may or may not impact your agency’s implementation of the HMIS.  It is not exhaustive or necessarily applicable to your agency.  It is provided as a courtesy.  Agencies concerned about legal implications, as always, should consult their internal general counsel.

[bookmark: _Toc525632686]Service Provider Requirements 

Service providers must meet all of the requirements below in order to participate in the HMIS.  Failure to develop, implement, maintain or adhere to these policies are grounds for the suspension or termination of an agency’s access to the HMIS.

HMIS participating agencies are required to create and adhere to internal policies regarding each of the following:  

1. Each HMIS participating agency must identify an individual whose position includes responsibility for HMIS activities at the agency.  This individual will have the full authority to make decisions for the agency regarding HMIS implementation and operation.  This person will be assigned to the Agency Executive Officer user group in the HMIS for the HMIS participating agency.  This person will be referred to as the “Participating Agency HMIS Administrator.”  Only one person at each agency may be identified as the Participating Agency HMIS Administrator.  


2. Each Participating Agency HMIS Administrator must complete the full Foothold approved training for operating AWARDS prior to being issued a user ID and password.


3. An HMIS participating agency shall have access only to data entered by the agency’s authorized HMIS users pertaining to clients served by the agency.  


4. HMIS participating agencies shall be bound by all restrictions imposed by clients pertaining to the use of personal data that clients do not formally release.  It is a client’s decision about which information, if any, entered into the HMIS may be shared and with whom. A Client Consent to Exchange of Information shall be signed if the client agrees to share information with any HMIS participating agency other than the agency from which s/he receives services.  


5. Each authorized HMIS user will be issued a unique user ID and password.  Sharing of passwords and user IDs is expressly forbidden.  HMIS participating agencies must create and adhere to a policy identifying any violation of the “no-sharing” policy as a serious contravention of agency operations, and must further identify appropriate repercussions for such violation.


6. Each authorized HMIS user will complete the full Foothold approved training for operating AWARDS prior to being issued a user ID and password.

Each authorized HMIS user will be issued a unique user ID and password.  Sharing of passwords and user IDs is expressly forbidden.  All HMIS users must take all reasonable precautions to ensure that his/her password is physically secure.  Each authorized HMIS user will complete the full Foothold approved training for operating AWARDS prior to being issued a user ID and password.

HMIS users have an obligation to maintain client privacy and to protect and safeguard the confidentiality of each client's protected personal information (PPI). PPI shall include, but not be limited to, the client's name, address, telephone number, social security number, date of birth, type of care provided, medical condition or diagnosis, veteran status, employment information, and any and all other information relating to the services provided to the client by any agency.  Only authorized HMIS users and the client about whom the information pertains may view a client’s information in the HMIS.   HMIS users must never discuss PPI with anyone in a public area.  Information in the HMIS may only be viewed, obtained, disclosed or otherwise used to enable the authorized HMIS user to successfully perform his/her job. 

If client information from the HMIS must be saved in a digital format, then such information must be saved in a secure folder or drive that is accessible only to authorized HMIS users.  Hard copies of HMIS data must be kept in a secure file, and must not be left in public view.  All digital and hard copies of HMIS data will be destroyed when no longer needed.

All authorized HMIS users must log off of the HMIS prior to leaving the work area where the computer is located.  A computer that has the HMIS “open and running” shall never be left unattended, for any length of time.  Failure to log off of the HMIS appropriately may result in a breach of client-confidentiality and system security.  Authorized HMIS users who notice or suspect a security breach must immediately notify the Participating Agency HMIS Administrator.

[bookmark: _Toc313880562][bookmark: _Toc525632689]Privacy, Confidentiality and Security Regulations 

HMIS Notice Requirements

HUD has set forth specific guidelines and regulations governing the use of HMIS data, privacy policies and the notification of persons whose personal information may be entered into HMIS.  Among the requirements are:

· A “Public Notice” summarizing the HMIS participating agency’s HMIS Privacy Policy and purpose of data collection; the Public Notice must be displayed publicly in each office or other location where staff may be collecting personal information about persons they serve

· An HMIS participating agency’s HMIS Privacy Policy, which must be made available upon request.

Samples of a Public Notice and an HMIS Privacy Policy can be found in Appendix H.  The full list of agencies participating in HMIS can be found on the CoC website at www.lihomeless.org Please refer to the July 30, 2004 Federal Register for a complete description of the HUD requirements on this topic.

Informed Client Consent 

All agencies participating in CES have been advised of best practices to gain written informed client consent for participation in HMIS. Agencies have also been informed that clients can withhold information from the HMIS and still have access to the full range of services offered by the CoC.

[bookmark: _Toc525632690]Section 10: Evaluation 
The implementation of the coordinated entry system necessitates significant, community-wide change. To help ensure that the system is effective and manageable for households and providers alike, the coordinated entry process will be formally evaluated not less than once annually. Surveys will be sent to all participating providers and a sample of households who have participated in the CES at random. Data gathered through the feedback process will be compiled the CES Manager and CoC Training Manager. This data will be presented to CoC Governance Board, who will then convene a Coordinated Entry working group to develop system improvement plans.

NY-603 Long Island COC
Nondiscrimination and Equal Opportunity Policy

The Long Island Coalition for the Homeless, as the Continuum of Care lead for the region of Nassau-Suffolk, mandates that all member agencies operate in compliance with federal, state, and local nondiscrimination and equal opportunity laws. 

Federal Requirements

The Department of Housing and Urban Development, in conjunction with other federal partners, has a vibrant history of furthering the rights of those persons who belong to vulnerable classes and who are most likely to experience discrimination. All member agencies must abide by the CoC Interim Rule and observe all requirements outlined in 24 CFR 5.105(a). These laws include, but are not limited to, The Equal Opportunity in Housing Programs, Civil Rights Act of 1964, Age Discrimination Act of 1975, Rehabilitation Act of 1973, Americans with Disabilities Act, Nondiscrimination Based on Handicap in Federally Assisted Programs and Activities, Equal Employment Opportunity Program, and most importantly, the Fair Housing Act.

The Fair Housing Act identifies protected classes of people and prohibits discrimination on the basis of:

•	Race
•	Color
•	Religion
•	Sex
•	Handicap
•	Familial Status
•	National Origin

Equal Access to Housing in HUD Programs 
Regardless of Sexual Orientation or Gender Identity

On February 3, 2012, HUD published its final rule expanding protections in housing for the LGBT* community. This rule further prohibits discrimination based on:

•	Actual or perceived sexual orientation

•	Actual or perceived gender identity, where gender identity means “actual or perceived gender-related characteristics”

•	Actual or perceived marital status

Furthermore, CoC-program funded projects that provide single-sex accommodations must follow guidelines set forth by HUD in Notice CPD-15-02 when inquiring about sex and gender with regard to placement, safety, and privacy. 

State Requirements

New York State has long been a leader in civil rights protections for those at risk of facing discrimination. All member agencies must abide by the New York State Human Rights Law , which protects all of the previously listed classes of people and further prohibits discrimination based on:

•	Creed
•	Age
•	Sexual Orientation, which is also protected further under the Sexual Orientation Nondiscrimination Act (SONDA)
•	Marital Status
•	Military Status 



Ensuring Equal Access and Effective Service to People with Disabilities

Promoting Effective Communication

All member agencies will make auxiliary aids and services available upon request for people who have communications disabilities. Communication with people who have hearing or vision disabilities must be as equally effective as communication with people without disabilities.  

Reasonable Accommodations and Modifications 

All member agencies will make reasonable accommodations to their rules, policies, practices, or services when necessary for people with disabilities to have equal opportunity to access services. Further, member agencies will allow reasonable modifications to housing facility structures so that people with disabilities have the equal opportunity to utilize and enjoy all aspects of their housing. 

Integrated Service Delivery 

All member agencies will provide services in the most integrated setting appropriate to the needs of people with disabilities.  

Transparency in Handling Allegations of Discrimination

All CoC member agencies will operate with patience, respect, and transparency when handling allegations of discrimination. Member agencies will inform all prospective and current participants of their right to file a complaint with relevant federal, state, and local authorities, including, but not limited to:

Memorandum of Understanding



Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between the NY-603 Continuum of Care and [INSERT NAME OF COC-FUNDED OR ESG-FUNDED PROVIDER AGENCY]



I. BACKGROUND

Provisions of HUD’s Continuum of Care (CoC) Program and Emergency Solutions Grant (ESG) Program interim rules require that all CoCs establish a coordinated entry system (CES). The NY-603 CoC has adopted the CES requirements as outlined in HUD Notice CPD 17-01 for all CoC and ESG grantees. The CES has been piloted (voluntary vacancy reporting and referrals) since February 2017 and officially launched (mandated vacancy reporting and referrals) on August 1, 2017.

The CES represent a CoC-wide process for management of a By-Name List that identifies all homeless households through various system access points and outreach, assesses the living situations, vulnerabilities and needs of persons experiencing homelessness, streamlines the connection of homeless persons to the most appropriate and available housing and services based on client needs and preferences. The CES will ensure that scarce available housing resources in the region are prioritized/offered to households that are homeless the longest with the most severe service needs, using a client-centered approach, as well as target designated resources to those actively fleeing domestic violence and youth.

II. GUIDING PRINCIPLES OF THE NY-603 CES

The NY-603 Continuum of Care will adopt all requirements of the CoC Interim Rule 24 CFR 578.7(a)(8), and additional requirements outlined in HUD Notice CPD-17-01. As approved by the CoC Governance Board, The Long Island Coalition for the Homeless (LICH), will act as the CES management entity for NY-603, including the assessment of presenting homeless and at-risk persons and coordination of referrals to CoC-funded, ESG-funded programs, and other housing alternatives and supports based on prioritization, eligibility and client needs and preferences. ESG HP programs will also act as CES access points for persons at risk of becoming homeless. Additionally, as of 7/1/2019, The Safe Center of Long Island (TSCLI) will act as the CES management entity for persons fleeing or attempting to flee domestic violence for NY-603, including the assessment of presenting persons experiencing domestic violence, safety planning, and coordination of referrals to CoC-funded, ESG-funded programs, and other housing alternatives and supports based on prioritization, eligibility and client needs and preferences.

III. PRIORITIZATION OF PERSONS EXPERIENCING CHRONIC HOMELESSNESS 

The NY-603 CES will prioritize referrals to permanent housing programs (including rental assistance) following the order outlined in HUD Notice CPD-16-11. Housing referrals will be made based on program eligibility and client choice for those households who are homeless the longest with the most severe service needs.

IV. HOUSING FIRST

All programs funded through the NY-603 competitive funding round are required to operate using a Housing First approach, outlined in the Housing First in Permanent Supportive Housing HUD Brief. Housing First removes barriers for homeless households accessing housing and services and ensures that every effort is made for clients to remain in housing and services. 

Please note changes to Housing First as per HUD in the 2019 CoC NOFA:

Providing Flexibility for Housing First with Service Participation Requirements. The traditional Housing First approach has two basic parts: First, individuals are rapidly placed and stabilized in permanent housing without any preconditions regarding income, work effort, sobriety or any other factor. Second, once in housing, individuals never face requirements to participate in services as a condition of retaining their housing. The first part, placement into permanent housing without preconditions, is an important priority to ensure that federal funds are allocated to providers that serve the most vulnerable homeless individuals. This NOFA maintains the commitment to unconditional acceptance of individuals into housing, especially for people with a high degree of vulnerability. At the same time, allowing service participation requirements once a person has been stably housed may promote important outcomes (e.g., employment, increased income, reduced substance use, and strengthened social connection), so this NOFA also provides communities and programs with flexibility, without penalty, to use service participation requirements after people have been stabilized in housing (consistent with 24 CFR 578.75(h)).

V. ASSESSMENTS

All homeless households seeking assistance through the CoC will be assessed for housing and services, regardless of where in the region they present using the following process:

a. CES staff will confirm living situation to meet the HUD homeless definition and verify household type. 

b. Clients who are determined to be HUD homeless will work with CES staff on housing placement. Clients presenting as actively fleeing will work with CES staff and be provided safety planning support by TSCLI. At risk of homeless clients will be assessed by CES and CES HP access points and referred to other community resources.

c. Clients will complete a Vulnerability Index- Service Prioritization Decision Assistance Tool (VI-SPDAT), or localized homeless prevention assessment. 

d. CES staff will verify program eligibility for clients with HUD approved documentation (such as disability documentation, verification of length of time HUD homeless, SPA acceptance for OMH programs, etc.)

e. Clients will be placed on a housing waitlist by the CES Manager for appropriate housing resources in prioritized order based on length of time homeless and level of service needs. 

f. PSH transfers approved by the CoC Governance Board (as CES policy entity) and/or allowable under the June 5, 2019 HUD Waiver will be facilitated by CES Manager.

Please note that households presenting as actively fleeing or attempting to flee a domestic violence situation will not have data entered in HMIS by CES. DV CES uses a comparable secure database with vendor: EmpowerDB.



VI. CES REFERRALS

A CES, as mandated by HUD (HUD Notice CPD-17-01) requires that all CoC-funded programs and all ESG-funded rapid rehousing receive 100% of client referrals to from LICH (CES Management). 

a. Clients will be offered available housing and services for which they are eligible. Clients can choose to accept or decline the housing and services based on their preferences. Clients are not penalized for rejecting housing and services offered to them. 

b. Permanent housing programs must accept eligible clients who are offered their housing and services; declining client referrals is only permissible in limited circumstances that can be discussed with CES on a case by case basis upon referral to fully assess each situation. Reasons permissible for denial are outlined in the CES Manual. 



VII. RESPONSIBILITIES OF PARTICIPATING PROVIDERS

1. Establish clearly written policies and procedures with program eligibility requirements;



2. Operate using a Housing First model, as demonstrated by the acceptance of eligible client referrals with low barriers to program entry, confirmed and indicated on all CoC funding applications, with language used in and carried out according to program documentation (leases, subleases, program manuals) and CoC monitoring;



3. Report all vacancies/program availability to the CE Manager; 



4. Receive 100% of referrals from the CES, which will be referred following the CoC Prioritization Order; 



5. Only make lateral transfers of households from a permanent supportive housing unit to another unit, for household that have been assessed by the CES, with adherence to procedures outlined in the NY-603 PSH Transfer Policy with CoC GB approval and/or DV emergency transfer plan; 



6. Resolve any errors regarding referrals or admissions in a timely manner; 



7. Provide feedback to CoC on how to better serve homeless households through the CES, including but not limited to CoC focus group participation;



8. Participate in trainings (required annually by HUD) on the CES and staff trainings provided in areas determined by CoC focus groups as regional best practices;



9. Notify the CE Manager if there are staffing changes with established CES program points of contact;



10. Enter all data on clients in HMIS in a timely and complete manner and maintain a standard level of data quality, as determined by the HMIS lead (excluding DV providers);



11. Uphold all fair housing regulations, as outline in the Fair Housing Act;



12. Ensure client confidentiality, in accordance with all Federal and State regulations;



TERMS OF AGREEMENT

This MOU shall be effective upon adoption by each signatory agency and entity. Annually, this MOU will be reviewed and updated to incorporate changes and clarifications of roles and responsibilities. Agencies and entities that do not agree to the terms mentioned above in this MOU will not be eligible to apply for funding through the CoC and would be out of compliance with HUD policies which mandate CES participation of CoC-funded and ESG-funded programs. Please work with ESG jurisdictions to ensure compliance with CES and other associated HUD mandates.

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Emergency Transfer Plan for Victims of Domestic Violence 
The NY-603 CoC is concerned about the safety of tenants in housing programs which receive referrals through the Coordinated Entry System (CES), and such concern extends to tenants who are victims of domestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault, or stalking.  In accordance with the Violence Against Women Act (VAWA),[footnoteRef:3] the CES allows tenants who are victims of domestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault, or stalking to request an emergency transfer from the tenant’s current unit to another unit.  The ability to request a transfer is available regardless of sex, gender identity, or sexual orientation.[footnoteRef:4]  The ability of the CES to honor such request for tenants currently receiving assistance, however, may depend upon a preliminary determination that the tenant is or has been a victim of domestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault, or stalking, and on whether the CES has another dwelling unit that is available and is safe to offer the tenant for temporary or more permanent occupancy. Additionally, all tenants at risk of harm will be immediately referred to The Safe Center of LI (Domestic Violence CES Management Entity) for safety planning, legal guidance and other supports as necessary to ensure safety and support, as a transfer is facilitated. DV CES will facilitate a case conference between housing providers to ensure ongoing safety planning and client planning considerations. CES street outreach team will be available to provide transportation, as needed.  [3:  Despite the name of this law, VAWA protection is available to all victims of domestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault, and stalking, regardless of sex, gender identity, or sexual orientation.]  [4:  Housing providers cannot discriminate on the basis of any protected characteristic, including race, color, national origin, religion, sex, familial status, disability, or age.  HUD-assisted and HUD-insured housing must be made available to all otherwise eligible individuals regardless of actual or perceived sexual orientation, gender identity, or marital status.
] 


This plan identifies tenants who are eligible for an emergency transfer, the documentation needed to request an emergency transfer, confidentiality protections, how an emergency transfer may occur, and guidance to tenants on safety and security.  This plan is based on a model emergency transfer plan published by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD), the Federal agency that oversees that all CoC-funded housing programs are in compliance with VAWA.

Eligibility for Emergency Transfers
A tenant who is a victim of domestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault, or stalking, as provided in HUD’s regulations at 24 CFR part 5, subpart L is eligible for an emergency transfer, if: the tenant reasonably believes that there is a threat of imminent harm from further violence if the tenant remains within the same unit. If the tenant is a victim of sexual assault, the tenant may also be eligible to transfer if the sexual assault occurred on the premises within the 90-calendar-day period preceding a request for an emergency transfer.

A tenant requesting an emergency transfer must expressly request the transfer in accordance with the procedures described in this plan.  

Tenants who are not in good standing may still request an emergency transfer if they meet the eligibility requirements in this section.  

Emergency Transfer Request Documentation

To request an emergency transfer, the tenant shall notify the CES Manager and submit a written request for a transfer. CES staff will provide reasonable accommodations to this policy for individuals with disabilities.  The tenant’s written request for an emergency transfer should include either:

1.	A statement expressing that the tenant reasonably believes that there is a threat of imminent harm from further violence if the tenant were to remain in the same dwelling unit; OR

2.	A statement that the tenant was a sexual assault victim and that the sexual assault occurred on the premises during the 90-calendar-day period preceding the tenant’s request for an emergency transfer.  

Confidentiality	
CES staff will keep confidential any information that the tenant submits in requesting an emergency transfer, and information about the emergency transfer, unless the tenant gives CES staff written permission to release the information on a time limited basis, or disclosure of the information is required by law or required for use in an eviction proceeding or hearing regarding termination of assistance from the covered program. This includes keeping confidential the new location of the dwelling unit of the tenant, if one is provided, from the person(s) that committed an act(s) of domestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault, or stalking against the tenant.  

Emergency Transfer Timing and Availability
The CES Manager cannot guarantee that a transfer request will be approved or how long it will take to process a transfer request.  The CES Manager will, however, act as quickly as possible to move a tenant who is a victim of domestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault, or stalking to another unit, subject to availability and safety of a unit.  If a tenant reasonably believes a proposed transfer would not be safe, the tenant may request a transfer to a different unit.  If a unit is available, the transferred tenant must agree to abide by the terms and conditions that govern occupancy in the unit to which the tenant has been transferred.  The CES Manager may be unable to transfer a tenant to a particular unit if the tenant has not or cannot establish eligibility for that unit.    

If the CES Manager has no safe and available units for which a tenant who needs an emergency is eligible, they will assist the tenant in identifying other housing providers who may have safe and available units to which the tenant could move.  At the tenant’s request, the CES Manager will also assist tenants in contacting the local organizations offering assistance to victims of domestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault, or stalking that are attached to this plan.





Safety and Security of Tenants
Pending processing of the transfer and the actual transfer, if it is approved and occurs, the tenant is urged to take all reasonable precautions to be safe.  

Tenants who are or have been victims of domestic violence are encouraged to contact the National Domestic Violence Hotline at 1-800-799-7233, or a local domestic violence provider for assistance in creating a safety plan.  For persons with hearing impairments, that hotline can be accessed by calling 1-800-787-3224 (TTY).  

Tenants who have been victims of sexual assault may call the Rape, Abuse & Incest National Network’s National Sexual Assault Hotline at 800-656-HOPE or visit the online hotline at https://ohl.rainn.org/online/.  

Tenants who are or have been victims of stalking seeking help may visit the National Center for Victims of Crime’s Stalking Resource Center at https://www.victimsofcrime.org/our-programs/stalking-resource-center.

INTRODUCTION

This memo provides an overview of the basic laws and regulations governing the types of data and information that will likely be included in the HMIS, based on the types of agencies participating.

The types of data and information that fall under privacy and confidentiality regulations include the following areas: substance abuse; mental health; health care more generally; HIV/AIDS; legal involvement; and social work services. Each area is governed by its own unique systems of statute and regulation, some state and some Federal, and some of which are somewhat incompatible with others.

SPECIFIC FEDERAL & NY STATE STATUTES AND REGULATIONS

Drug and Alcohol Treatment

Primarily by 42 USC § 290 dd(3) - 290ee(3) and 42 CFR Part 2 (2.3 et seq)
Agencies can share information by executing a Qualified Service Agreement, which is done when one agency consistently provides services to another agency or to their clients.  This is typically done when an agency hires a billing service, but can be done for other reasons as well.  A client would have the right to know to whom their information might be released pursuant to a QSA.  The agency receiving the information pursuant to a QSA would have the same confidentiality responsibilities as the originating program that conveyed the information.



The essential requirement as it relates to the release of specific client information without a QSA in place is that no licensed facility providing treatment can provide information about a client, including the acknowledgment they are a client or have received treatment, without a signed release. The release is mandated by the federal government and requires certain fields of information, including the nature and purpose of the information to be released, specifically to whom it will be released, the dates for which the release period is authorized and the point at which the release expires (which can be either a date or another event), and acknowledgement that the client has been advised of their right not to agree to release the information.  There is no general exception for law enforcement, and the information cannot be released pursuant to subpoena, but only in obedience to a court order obtained after notice to the client as well as to the keeper of the records.  The holder of the records has the responsibility to defend their privacy in court.

HIV/AIDS
Controlled by Article 27-f of the New York State Public Health Law.

There is no equivalent of a Qualified Service Agreement (QSA) for HIV information; in fact, most state-supervised programs maintaining this information must provide the state with a list of persons within their agency who are permitted access to this information and must regularly train those employees in confidentiality requirements.  Every disclosure of HIV information, except for insurance payment, must be noted in the patient’s file.  A notice prohibiting re-disclosure must accompany HIV/AIDS information release.

Intentional violation is a criminal offense carrying a year in jail, but even inadvertent error, such as mislaying a file containing HIV information, is a violation that can bring civil penalties.  As in the case of substance abuse treatment information, no information may be released except pursuant to a state-mandated release, which can be revoked at any time.  Only the patient can sign the release unless the patient has been deemed incompetent. In the case of an incompetent person, a legal guardian may sign; incompetence is determined on a case-by-case basis, without regard to age.  Therefore, a competent minor has the right to release or to conceal their HIV status, with determination of competence of each minor a rather complex matter entailing an individual evaluation.   While there are a number of exceptions to this rule, such as health insurance companies (who have their own confidentiality requirements pertaining to HIV), death certificates, organ donation programs, etc., these are quite limited and specific.  As with drug and alcohol programs, the information may not be released in response to a subpoena.  Depending on the circumstances, information from which reference to HIV has been redacted may be supplied; if this is not practical, the subpoena must be opposed, and the information released only by court order issued on notice to the patient.  There are also state regulations governing the maintenance of HIV information by licensed substance abuse and other state-supervised programs, such as the requirement for special computer security measures. 

Mental Health
Section 33.13 or the Mental Hygiene Law of New York State.

Such information is only to be released pursuant to court order, to certain attorney representing the mentally ill, to certain quality control agencies, to certain criminal justice agencies under vary limited circumstances and for the purpose of providing care to the person, or pursuant to a release signed by the patient or a person permitted by law to act on the patient’s behalf.  Unlike in other instances, however, there are limitations on releases of information based on consent of the patient or their legal guardian; the recipient must have a demonstrable need for the information, and the release of the information must not be detrimental to the patient, requiring some judgment on the part of the agency who has been requested to release information.  Other that under those circumstances, agencies governed by 33.13 and its enabling regulations should not even acknowledge their prior contact with a patient.  Under certain circumstances, there may be limits placed on the patient’s ability to review their own file if such limits are necessary in the patient’s best interests, although the patient may contest them.

General Healthcare
In addition to the general demands of doctor-patient privilege, health care providers must comply with the HIPAA privacy rules.  All individually identifiable health information is controlled under the HIPAA law.  De-identified information, that does not identify an individual, is not controlled by HIPAA.

Entities may share information by executing a Business Associate Agreement (BAA), but these are intended to be limited to those organizations that provide certain services to or on behalf of the covered entity, billing is typical.  Such agreements impose strict privacy requirements on the business associate.  Patients may review the record sets covered under such agreements.

Under HIPAA, providers must disclose information to patients and to certain federal quality control officers, and may (but need not) release the information for certain other purposes, including but not limited to purposes of treatment or payment, public interest or benefits activities (12 areas are designated), and uses and disclosures providing the patient with the opportunity to agree or object, including emergency situations.   In that case, fairly informal agreement may be acceptable.  However, where HIPAA conflicts with state law, the stricter of the two applies.  Where none of the exceptions apply, a detailed authorization must be obtained with various required fields of information.  All disclosures must be limited to the minimum necessary.  Individuals have a right to an accounting of the disclosure of their information.  Individuals may request special restrictions on the use of their information, although the provider may refuse to agree.  In general, treatment should not be conditioned on an agreement on the part of a patient to sign an authorization, except in very limited circumstances.  Security of electronically maintained information is key to HIPAA, and all providers must have a privacy plan.

Attorney-Client Privilege
All client confidences and secrets must be protected, including, for example, the fact that a client has committed extremely serious crimes, such as homicide.  An intention on the part of the client to commit a future crime may be disclosed, but the attorney is not under any obligation to do so.  Any violation of this simple rule is considered an ethical lapse that can lead the loss of a license to practice law.  If the client is harmed, it is also potential malpractice, entitling the client to possible financial damages.  At the same time, the privilege is easily compromised and waived.  For example, if an advocate for an agency is present when the client discloses the information, the privilege is waived for all purposes, and everyone present, including the attorney, may be forced to disgorge the information to law enforcement, or in the course of other legal proceedings such as a lawsuit brought against the client.

The Long Island CoC is tasked with the mission of ending homelessness in Nassau and Suffolk counties. In order to ensure a focused, thoughtful process for meeting this mission, the CoC must have clear written standards for governance and internal structure. This Governance Charter will be reviewed annually and voted on by the full CoC membership for approval. 
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[bookmark: _Toc534802596]Continuum of care mission, vision and objectives 

Continuum of Care Mission Statement 

The NY-603 Long Island Continuum of Care (CoC) is recognized by the Department of Housing and Urban Development as the entity which oversees various responsibilities related to homeless services and planning in the counties of Nassau and Suffolk. The Long Island Coalition for the Homeless is currently designated as the HMIS lead, Coordinated Entry lead, and Collaborative Applicant for the CoC. The process for designating a lead agency or lead agencies is detailed further in this charter.

 It is the mission of the CoC to:

· Develop and oversee the implementation of strategies and interventions to ensure that homelessness is a rare, brief, and one-time occurrence in our region 

· Coordinate and consolidate the efforts of housing and service providers to create a cost effective, stream-lined safety network for community members facing homelessness

· Maximize the use and coordination of resources to best serve people experiencing homelessness on Long Island, utilizing a client-centered approach. 

Continuum of Care Vision Statement 

The CoC envisions a community in which all members have access to safe, decent, and appropriate housing options. Further, those who face barriers to housing are given the support they need to obtain housing and remain permanently housed.


continuum of care objectives 

In order to successfully carry out its mission and vision statements, the Long Island CoC will focus on the following objectives:

· Improving access to housing and supportive services through a coordinated entry system with community-wide visibility 

· Ending chronic homelessness by 2019

· Expanding the capacity of our network to house the chronically homeless through the creation of more permanent supportive housing units 

· Ending youth and family homelessness by 2020

· Expanding the capacity of our network to rapidly rehouse individuals, families and youth through the creation of more rapid rehousing units

· Collaborating with community stakeholders and legislators in our region to ensure that the needs of homeless individuals and families are prioritized

· Leverage other community supports (ie. low income housing, vouchers, community-based case management, employment and benefits)

· Seek to minimize barriers to housing and services, as well as minimize any racial disparities in access to, and retention/success in housing placements

· Ensure safety planning and other crisis supports be available for those actively fleeing domestic violence and others at-risk of harm

· Set aside housing resources for youth experiencing homelessness

[bookmark: _Toc534802597]Continuum of Care Membership 

The Continuum of Care seeks robust membership from various community stakeholders, from both nonprofit and private sectors. Community stakeholders may attend monthly business meetings as general members, as they are open to the public; minutes from these meetings may also be found on the CoC website. 

Any community stakeholder wishing to become a member of the CoC with voting rights related to regional decision-making processes may do so by completing a membership form and submitting it to the CES Coordinator.  This form is made available at monthly CoC business and community meetings, as well as on the CoC website.  Voting members must agree to the following responsibilities: 

· Regular attendance at CoC business meetings (at least 6 of the last 11 meetings; for 2019 membership, attendance for at least 50% of business meetings in 2019 at the time of the vote). 

· Acknowledgment from agency leadership of the intention to vote, as well as designation of agency staff who may cast a vote related to all CoC regional decisions.

· Regular participation in feedback being solicited across various platforms, such as conference calls and online surveys. 

· Committee membership is strongly encouraged for all voting members

The CoC Governance Board annually designates which agency will be responsible for each of the following roles:

· Overseeing system operations of the HMIS: Appendix A 

· CES lead:  Appendix B

· Collaborative Applicant: Appendix C

CoC member agencies interested in applying for any lead agency designation must inform the CoC Governance Board of their interest by November 1st for possible designation starting in the next new year. The Governance Board reviews any agency interest in applying for lead status in the above roles in December and designates a lead agency for each roll by majority vote in January.

Prioritization order 

On September 9th, 2016, the CoC adopted the prioritization order for providing housing and services to eligible households as outlined by HUD in Notice CPD-16-11[footnoteRef:2]. While this notice is only intended to inform prioritization for permanent supportive housing (PSH), the CoC utilizes assessment tools for determining eligibility for all services available in its supportive network which align with this prioritization order. 

The prioritization order the CoC follows when providing PSH for chronically homeless households is as follows: [2:  Found in HUD Notice CPD 16-11

· Chronically homeless households with the longest history of homelessness and most severe service needs

· Chronically homeless households with the longest history of homelessness

The prioritization order the CoC follows when providing PSH for non-chronically homeless households is as follows:

· Homeless households with a disability with long periods of episodic homelessness and severe service needs

· Homeless households with a disability with severe service needs

· Homeless households with a disability coming from places not meant for human habitation, safe haven, or emergency shelter without severe service needs 

· Homeless households with a disability coming from transitional housing 

[bookmark: _Toc534802600]Continuum of Care Governance Structure 

The policies relating to Board member selection and removal will be reviewed at least every five years and voted on by the full CoC membership for approval. 

Governance Board Elections

The CoC is governed by the Governance Board, an uneven number of Director-level (or above) CoC-program funded project representatives, ESG recipient representatives, community stakeholders, and at least one consumer of CoC services. Potential members of the Governance Board are nominated through an annual review process in which the CoC general membership identifies the key representatives needed to form an effective Governance Board. These nominees are then invited to submit an application to be considered for the Governance Board elections. The Governance Board is limited to 33 spots, with representatives from all populations that the CoC serves, including two persons who are currently or formerly homeless. The General CoC membership votes to approve or reject each of the nominees for the Governance Board based on a majority vote.  This process for selecting Governance Board members is to be reviewed at least every five years and approved by the CoC General Membership. 

Governance Board responsibilities 
Governance Board members are elected for a one-year term in which they determine and oversee the mission, vision, and long-term goals of the CoC. These are then carried out by the committees described below. The Governance Board meets monthly, with additional email or phone communication as needed. Governance Board members are responsible for staying current on CoC mandates and regulations as determined by HUD in order to draft and make recommendations about CoC policies and procedures. Members are also responsible for ensuring that CoC system operations align with HUD priority areas in order to maximize annual grant awards and ensure the preservation of consumer rights. 

Other responsibilities include: 

· Determining regional priorities for target populations, housing options and provision of services (within and outside of the direct COC-funded system).

· Collaborating with community stakeholders, elected officials and other systems to ensure that the needs of homeless persons are prioritized

· Review previous year’s regional application to determine gaps in systems and services to inform decisions regarding new potential programs within the region going forward

· Participate in development and completion of current year’s regional application to ensure data is accurate, comprehensive and inclusive of all relevant information.

· Draft and/or review CoC policies and procedures, including (but not limited to) those governing or related to: COC process, anti-discrimination, coordinated entry, HMIS usage and data sharing, low-barrier and housing first mandates, and community plans to end homelessness for targeted populations, discharge planning and policies for various institutions.

Election of Governance Board Chair and responsibilities

The Board Co-Chairs will be elected by Governance Board members. The Co-Chairs can be nominated by other members of the Board, or self-nominated. The Co-Chairs must be able to speak to their abilities to handle the following responsibilities:

· Understanding all HUD mandates and guidance regarding CoC and ESG programs 

· Understanding all HUD funding round procedures and documents, such as the CoC NOFA and regional application

· Determining all meeting agendas and facilitating productive discussion regarding the agendas

· Ensuring the publication and distribution of all meeting minutes

The Co-Chairs will be approved or rejected by a majority vote. 

[bookmark: _Toc534802601]Process for removal of governance board member

Should a Governance Board member not meet the responsibilities outlined in their contract or violate the conflict of interest policy, the Board Co-Chairs may meet with the member to discuss their responsibilities or motion for their removal. 

Removal Process
Should a Governance Board member behave in a way that warrants a motion for their removal, the Governance Board will convene to determine if the member may remain on the Board or if they will be dismissed. The Co-Chairs will present the issue to the Governance Board members and the member in question will be given an opportunity to state their case. All motions for removal will be determined by a majority vote by the remaining Governance Board members. 

[bookmark: _Toc534802602]Filing a GrievAnce 

CoC members who wish to file a grievance about matters related to CoC or CES policy, structure, and outcomes of decision making may submit the grievance in writing to the Governance Board chairs. The chairs will review this grievance at the next scheduled Governance Board meeting with the full Governance Board membership. A written response will be delivered to the person who filed the grievance within 5 business days after the Governance Board meeting at which the grievance was discussed.

coordinated entry Policy Oversight Committee

The CoC Governance Board also acts as the Coordinated Entry Policy Committee. Draft policies regarding CES are introduced by LICH staff with feedback provided by committee members. Final determinations regarding CES policies and operations are made by the Coordinated Entry Policy Committee; the full CoC membership is informed of these decisions via email and all policies are made available on the CoC website. 

coordinated entry Management Entities

The CoC Governance Board designates members to serve on the Coordinated Entry Management Committee. This committee is responsible for establishing day-to-day management structures, establishing a clear, accessible communication plan for CES participating agencies, promoting standardized screening and assessment processes, developing and delivering training, and conducting monitoring. 

The current agencies designated as CES Management Entities include LICH CES team members and TSCLI CES team members (DV)

coordinated entry Evaluation Committee

The CoC Governance Board designates members to serve on the Coordinated Entry Evaluation Committee. This committee is responsible for planning and conducting an annual CES evaluation, collecting data, evaluating the CES implementation process for effectiveness and efficiency and identifying policy and process improvements.

[bookmark: _Hlk534724881]Ranking Committee 

The CoC ranking process for determining the order of funding for eligible projects is overseen by the Ranking committee, a number of non-CoC program funded stakeholders and providers. Members of the Ranking Committee are elected by a majority of the full COC voting members for a year-long term to oversee the ranking process of CoC-program funded projects. The Ranking Committee meets at a minimum of bi-monthly (6 times per year) with additional meetings as needed. Ranking Committee member are responsible for staying current on priority areas as outlined by HUD and ensuring that project ranking criteria align with these priority areas in order to maximize annual grant awards.  Decisions made regarding ranking criteria are determined by a majority vote of the Ranking Committee. These decisions are then brought to the full CoC Membership for ratification.

Veterans Committee 

The Veterans Committee is a closed committee comprised of representatives from LICH, VA, SSVFs, VASH, UVBH, MHAW, Concern and VSOs. The committee focuses on streamlining coordinated permanent housing placements for veterans, extensive veteran outreach efforts, landlord engagement, data-sharing and tracking and housing sustainability. Due to client level data that is discussed for veterans on the master list during case conferencing, this committee does not share minutes. 

Youth committee 

[bookmark: _Hlk534725406]The Youth Committee is a committee which seeks to unify efforts in the region to end youth homelessness by 2020. The committee is primarily focused on planning ways to accurately identify the number of homeless youth on Long Island through various count and engagement methodologies. 

Street Outreach Committee

[bookmark: _Hlk534725210]The Street Outreach Committee is a committee which providers, stakeholders, and LICH Staff discuss efforts of Street Outreach across Long Island. These meetings can include topics such as outreach strategies, strengthening partnerships/coordination, challenges and action items related to working with street homeless, and case conference/client info sharing. 

Housing Resources Committee/CES Transfer Committee (gb member led)

This is a committee in which providers, stakeholders, and LICH staff discuss efforts to increase permanent housing options for homeless households who have been prioritized for housing. This committee is also responsible for reviewing client requests to transfer CoC-funded permanent housing.

Legislative Committee (gb member led)

The legislative committee is an open committee in which housing providers, community stakeholders, and developers discuss efforts to raise community/political awareness on certain issues and advocate for increased funding dedicated to and availability of homeless housing/affordable housing on Long Island. 

HMIS Data management committee 

The Data Management Committee is a committee which seeks to ensure that providers are reporting accurate and real time data. The committee will focus on data related to the HUD systems performance measures. The committee will review data quality reports and seek to increase the percentage of HMIS beds in the region.

COMMUNITY SYSTEM RESPONSE WORKING GROUP

This stakeholder collaborative group focuses on sharing resources, growing partnerships, improving systems and client flow, and problem solving. This group will focus on topics such as immediate/low barrier access to shelter and other crisis supports, criminalization of homelessness, and discharge planning from hospitals, jails, and other institutional settings.

CONSUMER FEEDBACK GROUPS

PERSONS WITH LIVED EXPERIENCE (PLE) ADVISORY COUNCIL (under development)

The PLE Advisory Council, in addition to Governance Board members with lived experience, will provide ongoing feedback for CoC goal setting, strategies, policies, consumer documents and forms, etc. to ensure that decisions are made using a person-centered approach and considering the insight of those with lived experience.

YOUTH ACTION BOARD (YHDP Pilot)

Piloted and developed during CoC planning efforts to pursue YHDP in 2019, the CoC coordinates with youth services providers that hold client meetings, conduct surveys and focus groups to ensure youth-driven input related to service delivery, outreach, program structure, and regional planning. This group includes homeless youth, LGBT, youth in the criminal justice system, and youth in and aging out of foster care.



[bookmark: _Toc534802605]Appendix A: homeless management information system 

The United States Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) requires that all recipients of financial assistance under the Continuum of Care (CoC) program, the Emergency Solutions Grant (ESG) program, the Rural Housing Stability Assistance (RHS) program and other programs funded under the McKinney-Vento Act must use a Homeless Management Information System, or HMIS, to collect client-level data on all persons served. 



An HMIS is computer software that helps agencies with program administration, operations, and reporting. An HMIS can be used for many different functions including maintaining client and agency information, bed/unit availability, and service delivery. Some of the typical benefits of an HMIS include: 



· Improved service delivery and prompt referrals for clients 

· Immediate access to important client information 

· Quick and easy preparation of reports for funders, stakeholders 



Other benefits of an HMIS include the ability to produce unduplicated estimates of the number of homeless persons accessing services from homeless assistance providers, aggregate reporting of basic demographic characteristics of homeless persons and patterns of service use, including information on shelter stays and homelessness episodes over time. 

The Long Island HMIS, also known as AWARDS, is a software package developed by Foothold Technology that has been implemented in many communities across New York State. The Long Island Coalition for the Homeless (LICH), through grants received from HUD, implemented the Long Island HMIS and continues to oversee its strategic direction and administration. LICH, together with the Continuum of Care groups in both Nassau and Suffolk Counties, actively works to increase resource development and quality assurance for the HMIS. LICH staff manage the daily operations of the HMIS, and provide technical support, training, and program customization as needed.

HMIS lead responsibilities 

LI HMIS System Administrator 

LICH, as the HMIS Lead Entity, will assign administration of the LI HMIS to an LICH employee (the “LI HMIS System Administrator”) who shall be responsible for each of the following: 

· Coordination and scheduling of AWARDS system trainings and implementation support for HMIS participating agencies 

· Evaluation of requests from HMIS participating agencies for modifications to AWARDS software and submission of requests to Foothold Technology for implementation, as appropriate 

· Technical assistance to HMIS participating agencies and users, and problem resolution in collaboration with Foothold Technology 

· Serve as the local HMIS Help Desk 

The Long Island Coalition for the Homeless, as the HMIS lead agency, is responsible for the following HMIS functions: 

· Designate a single HMIS. 

· Select an eligible applicant to manage the CoC’s HMIS (called the HMIS Lead). 

· Monitor recipient and sub-recipient participation in the HMIS (ensure consistent participation). 

· Review, revise, and approve a privacy plan, security plan, and data quality plan for HMIS. 

· Ensure that the HMIS is administered in compliance with requirements prescribed by HUD.

· Ensure consistent participation in HMIS of all recipients and subrecipients.


More information on HMIS, HMIS Lead vs. HMIS participating agency roles and responsibilities, and examples of required data fields can be found in the HMIS Policies and Procedure Manual (available at lihomeless.org or by request at LICH Offices).




[bookmark: _Toc534802606]Appendix B: CES management ROles & Responsibilities 

The day-to-day operation of coordinated entry involves staff, recordkeeping documentation, technology, and other infrastructure that supports the implementation of coordinated entry at the CoC or homeless system level. Managing these functions is usually carried out by an organization, committee, or other entity designated by the CoC. The management entity can be the organization that serves as the Collaborative Applicant for the CoC or that provides other staff support to the CoC. HUD does not require that the Collaborative Applicant manage coordinated entry. 

During the planning for management of coordinated entry, the planning group and other relevant CoC stakeholders should consider the specific needs of the community, the financial and other resources available to support a management entity, and the attributes the management entity needs in order to successfully implement and operate coordinated entry as planned for the community.

The Long Island Coalition for the Homeless has been designated as the CES Management entity.

Collaborative applicant is defined to mean an eligible applicant that has been designated by the Continuum of Care to apply for a grant for Continuum of Care planning funds on behalf of the Continuum. The Collaborative Applicant applies for a grant to carry out the planning activities on behalf of the Continuum of Care.  

The Long Island Coalition for the Homeless has been designated as the Collaborative Applicant.
